INVOLVEMENT WITH THE AMERICAS:

· Uzbekistan has formal diplomatic relations with the following OAS member states: the United States of America (19.02.1992), the United Mexican States (16.03.1992), Canada (7.04.1992), the Federal Republic of Brazil (30.04.1993), the Argentine Republic (9.09.1993), the Republic of Chile (15.09.1994), the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela (26.04.1996), Jamaica (8.08.1996), Uruguay (25.08.1998), the Republic of Peru (22.12.1999), the Republic of Costa Rica (7.06.2001), the Republic of Paraguay (27.08.2001), Republic of Guatemala (9.02.2007), the Republic of Nicaragua (23.02.2007), the Republic of Honduras (26.04.2007), the Dominican Republic (28.09.2007), Republic of Ecuador (19.07.2011), Republic of Colombia (2.10.2012), Plurinational State of Bolivia (28.11.2012), Republic of El Salvador (3.12.2014), Grenada (11.10.2019) and Commonwealth of Dominica (14.05.2021).

· Cooperation with the United States of America is one of the priorities of foreign policy of Uzbekistan. Both countries have similar positions on a number of international and regional problems, strengthening peace and stability in Central Asia and Afghanistan, as well as confronting global security challenges – climate change, illicit drug trafficking, WMD proliferation, terrorism, extremism and etc. A decisive role in bilateral relations plays Declaration between the Republic of Uzbekistan and the United States of America on Strategic Partnership and the principles of cooperation signed in 2002. Uzbekistan President Shavkat Mirziyoyev’s historical visit to the United States in May 2018 resulted in leaders Joint Statement on a “New Era of Strategic Partnership” and economic arrangements worth of almost 5 billion dollars.
· Uzbekistan also attaches great importance to strengthening comprehensive cooperation with Canada and strives to intensify mutually beneficial cooperation in the political, trade-economic, investment and humanitarian spheres. Diplomatic relations were established on April 7, 1992. Bilateral cooperation is carried by the Embassy of the Republic of Uzbekistan to Canada with residence in Washington D.C., and a diplomatic mission of Canada to the Republic of Uzbekistan with residence in Moscow. There is also an Honorable Consulate of Canada in Tashkent since 1997.
· The first political consultations between the Foreign Ministries of Uzbekistan and Brazil took place in Brasilia on August, 2007. The official visit of the First President of the Republic of Uzbekistan Islam Karimov to Brazil on May 27-29, 2009 became a significant milestone in bilateral relations resulted in 12 intergovernmental and interdepartmental agreements. On February 2017 the visit of the Uzbek delegation led by the Deputy Minister of Agriculture and Water Resources took place to Brazil led to partnership arrangements in the sphere of soybean growing and processing.
· Uzbekistan maintaining active contacts with other countries of Latin America. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Uzbekistan regularly holds bilateral meetings with representatives of Latin American delegations arriving in the country to discuss issues of cooperation in the political, trade-economic, cultural, and scientific spheres. Uzbekistan maintains active engagement with OAS member states within international organizations, including UN and its specialized institutions (Security Council, Human Rights Council, UN Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination, International Law Commission, International Court of Justice, ICAO, UNESCO and others).
· Uzbekistan maintains the Embassy in the United States. Ambassador Javlon Vakhabov also accredited as the Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary to Canada and Brazil.
CURRENT AGREEMENTS IN AREAS OF COOPERATION WITH OAS: 
· Uzbekistan plans to engage in cooperation programs of mutual interest, in particular in the areas of: global security (mitigating climate change, countering terrorism and drug trafficking, etc.); ensuring human rights and democratic freedoms; countering corruption; advancing trade and investment, promoting people-to-people ties with the members of OAS.
