II. PROCEEDINGS
Consideration of the Proposal to Amend the Legal Instruments of the Inter-American Commission of Women


The President called to order the Third Plenary Session at approximately 5:45 p.m. and submitted for consideration the document entitled “Proposal to Amend the Legal Instruments of the Inter-American Commission of Women”, CIM/doc.7/06. This document contained proposed modifications to both the CIM Statute and Rules of Procedure, and the discussion began with the Statute. 


It was agreed to consider the amendments proposed one by one in the order in which they appeared in the document under consideration. 

Various Delegations intervened during the discussion of the proposals. 

The first proposal in the document proposed by Venezuela to pluralize references to woman throughout the text of the Statute was agreed to.

Agreement was also reached on a proposal from the floor to amend Article 1 by adding “and intergovernmental” after “permanent”.

The second proposal by Venezuela to amend subparagraph c) of Article 2 was agreed to with further amendments from the floor.

The discussion of the modification proposed by Mexico to delete subparagraph e) of Article 3 reached an impasse. The proposal was put to a vote but was not resolved. A working group was established to finalize a compromise proposal tabled by the Delegation of St. Lucia on behalf of the CARICOM Delegations. The Working Group was comprised of Antigua and Barbuda, Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador, Mexico, St. Lucia and the United States, and was charged with returning to the Plenary with a solution at its next session.
The Third Plenary Session adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
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
