SUBCOMMITTEE ON POLICY AND COORDINATION

THE EXECUTIVE BOARD OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS,

HAVING SEEN:


The report of the Sixth meeting of the Subcommittee on Policy and Coordination of the Executive Board; and

CONSIDERING:


That through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 37 (III-03) the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) approved the creation of the Subcommittee on Policy and Coordination and through resolution CECIP/RES. 2 (V-03) approved its objectives and functions;


That through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 42 (III-03) approved the 2004-2007 Action Plan  of the CIP, and is implemented by the Executive Board and its Subcommittees; and


That it is necessary to define the 2007 Work Plan of the Subcommittee on Policy and Coordination;

RESOLVES:

1. To thank the delegation of Mexico, which presides this Subcommittee, for presenting its report on the activities of 2006.

2. To approve the following 2007 Work Plan of this Subcommittee:

a. CIP and Executive Board

(i) Comply with the Action Plan of the Subcommittee.

(ii) Promote the integration and mutual cooperation among member States of the CIP.

(iii) To encourage the participation of member States that do not regularly attend meetings of the CIP.

(iv) To increase the coordination of the Chair of the different Subcommittees of the CECIP.

(v) To design and observe compliance of the agendas of the meetings, in addition to the logistics of the meetings so that they are programmed throughout the year.

(vi) To promote and spread the presence of the CIP in other international organs. 

(vii) To strengthen the port cooperation of the CIP with organs and associations such as the American Association of Port Authorities (AAPA), the International Association of Ports and Harbours (IAPH), the International Navigation Association (PIANC), the Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean (ECLAC), the Caribbean Shipping Association (CSA), and Port Management  Association of the Caribbean, and others.  

(viii) To strengthen cooperation and exchange with Spain and a greater cooperation and collaboration with observer States such as France, Portugal, Italy, Russia, and others.  

b. Technical Advisory Groups (TAG)

(i) To promote the development of the work of the four TAGs.

(ii) To motivate the participation of the private sector in the different TAGs

(iii) To encourage the communication of the associate members of the TAGs.

(iv) To reinforce the actualization and diversification of the themes of the TAGs.

(v) To evaluate the TAGs.

(vi) To celebrate the special meeting of the evaluation of the TAGs in Panama. 

c. CIP Magazine

(i) To monitor the efficient development of CIP Magazine and restructure the terms of the signed contract between the CIP and Latin Trade.

(ii) To promote the participation of member States of the CIP as collaborators of the magazine, and motivate the cooperation in publicizing the magazine.

(iii) To strengthen communication with the Editorial Board of the Magazine.

3. To entrust the delegation of Mexico, which presides the Subcommittee, and the delegation of Barbados as Vice Chair, with the responsibility of guaranteeing the fulfilment of this resolution. In addition, that all member States, and in particular those who form part of this Subcommittee (El Salvador, United States, and Uruguay) support the compliance of the 2007 Work Plan.
