LIST OF REQUIREMENTS (“CHECKLIST”) FOR 
INTERNATIONAL EXTRADITION


A) FORMAL REQUEST FOR INTERNATIONAL EXTRADITION


1. Legal foundation, under both domestic laws and the applicable treaty. 

2. Brief account of the acts constituting the crime, clearly establishing the circumstances of place, time, execution, and persons, and any aggravating or mitigating circumstances.

3. All of the information available on family relationship, occupation, hobbies, etc., that will make it possible to identify the extraditable person, including recent photographs, if possible.

4. Probable location of the person, so as to locate his whereabouts and establish the jurisdiction that will be responsible for processing the extradition.

5. Request for custody and delivery of the goods, objects, proceeds, or instruments of the crime that were in the possession of the extraditable person at the time of his legal detention or discovered subsequently, and that could serve as evidence in the proceeding to be opened in the requesting country, or that were subject to confiscation or seizure in the final judgment.

6. If appropriate, a formal promise that the extradited person will not be subject to the death penalty or, if it is imposed, that it will not be executed, but be commuted to the maximum prison sentence stipulated in the laws of the requesting state. 

7. Duly requested copy confirming the office of the competent authority that ordered the arrest or re-arrest of the accused or issued the final judgment. 

8. Duly requested copy of all pieces of evidence used as a basis by the competent authority to issue the order or hand down the judgment. 

9. Duly requested copy of the legal texts in force at the time the crime was committed referring to the definition of the offense and to the applicable punishment for the offense for which extradition is requested, in addition to provisions governing the statute of limitations applicable to criminal proceedings or sentencing, with an indication of the probable date on which it will expire.

10. Duly requested copy of the judicial writ or decision that shows the validity of the arrest warrant and/or the computation of the statute of limitations applicable to the criminal proceeding or sentence, with an indication of the probable date on which it will expire.

11. If applicable, a copy of the computation by the competent authority of the portion of the sentence imposed in the final judgment that remains to be served by the requested person.


B) REQUEST FOR PROVISIONAL DETENTION FOR THE PURPOSE OF INTERNATIONAL EXTRADITION


1. Legal foundation, both in domestic legislation and in the applicable treaty.


2. Brief account of the facts, clearly establishing the circumstances of place, time, execution, and persons, and any aggravating or mitigating circumstances.


3. All of the information available on family relationship, occupation, etc., that will make it possible to identify the extraditable person, including recent photographs, if possible.

4. Exact location of the extraditable person, so as to establish the court that will process the extradition and to be able to proceed with his detention.

5. Request for custody of the goods, objects, proceeds, or instruments of the crime that were in the possession of the extraditable person at the time of his legal detention or discovered subsequently, and that could serve as evidence in the proceeding to be opened in the requesting country, or that were subject to confiscation or seizure in the final judgment.


6. Indication of the existence of a writ from a competent authority ordering the arrest or re-arrest of the requested person, or of a final judgment. 


7. Promise to present a formal petition for international extradition within a maximum of sixty (60) calendar days, counting from the time of legal detention of the requested person.
