He holds a Ph.D in Education awarded by the Universidad Nacional Federico Villarreal, as well as a PhD. in Business Administration by ESAN-ESADE. He has also attended the EUDOKMA Phd. Course “Knowledge Management – Concepts and Challenges” at the Copenhagen Business School in Denmark.

He has developed professionally for over 25 years at the Universidad de San Martín de Porres (USMP), where he has been chief of Administrative Services; Director of the Technological School of Computer Science and Systems of the School of Engineering and IT; Director of the School of Industrial Engineering; Dean of the School of Engineering and Architecture; Vice Provost and currently President, under whose administration the USMP has consolidated its prestige and has become one of Peru’s foremost private universities.
