Mr. Zoellick served from 1985-1993 at the Treasury Department as Deputy Assistant Secretary for Financial Institutions Policy and eventually as Counselor to the Secretary. He then joined the State Department as Undersecretary of State and briefly acted as Deputy Chief of Staff at the White House and Assistant to the President. 
During the 1990s, in his capacity as Executive Vice President of Fannie Mae, Mr. Zoellick supervised the affordable housing business, as well as legal, regulatory, government and industry relations and international services.
In 2001 he became the 13th U.S. Trade Representative and was instrumental in completing the accession of China to the World Trade Organization as well as for quintupling the number of countries with which the U.S. has Free Trade Agreements. 
As Deputy Secretary of State from 2005 to 2006, he was the Department's Chief Operating Officer and then served as Vice Chairman, International of the Goldman Sachs Group.
Mr. Zoellick became the 11th president of the World Bank Group on July 1, 2007.  His outstanding career has earned him many awards, including the Knight Commanders Cross from Germany for his work on unification; the Alexander Hamilton and Distinguished Service Awards, (highest honors of the Departments of Treasury and State, respectively); and the Department of Defense Medal for Distinguished Public Service.
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
