General changes:MLA 

• Eleven (11) Member countries can deal with requests 
made on the basis of non-conviction based 
confiscation proceedings. 

• Five (5) Member countries have civil confiscation 
based on absconding. 

• Twenty-two (22) CFATF Member countries have 
established asset forfeiture funds.
