Meeting of Experts on the Follow-up Mechanism to the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, “Convention of Belém do Pará” 

REPORT OF THE RAPPORTEUR 


 In my capacity as Rapporteur of the Meeting of Experts on the Follow-up Mechanism to the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, “Convention of Belém do Pará”, I have the honor to present this report on the meeting’s deliberations, summarizing basic information, background, and decisions taken by the delegates.


This meeting, made possible by the valuable sponsorship of the Government of Mexico,  was held on 20 - 21 July 2004, in the Rubén Darío room at OAS Headquarters,  in order to analyze the proposed follow-up mechanism to the Convention of Belém do Pará, and formulate recommendations to the States Parties. 

All OAS Member States, parties as well as nonparties to the Convention, were invited o participate in the meeting and designated experts to represent them.  Also invited were the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, the OAS Secretariat for Legal Affairs, other specialized agencies, and nongovernmental organizations working to eliminate violence against women.  The List of Participants is provided in document CIM/MESECVI/doc.4/04.

I. 
BACKGROUND

In pursuance of mandates issued in resolutions CIM/RES.224/02 (XXXI-O/02) “Follow-up to the Convention of Belém do Pará”, AG/RES.1942 (XXXIII-O/03), and CIM/REMIM-II/Res.6/04 “Violence against Women: Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, Convention of Belém do Pará”, the CIM undertook to develop a proposed mechanism to follow up on implementation of the Convention of Belém do Pará.   To this end, the CIM Permanent Secretariat prepared a working document proposing a follow-up mechanism and conducted a process of prior consultation with the Member States, specialized international agencies, and civil society.  The results of these consultations are reflected in document CIM/MESECVI/doc.3/04.  This Meeting of Experts was convened by note No. 06-090/04 of 18 June 2004.

II.  
PROCEEDINGS 

A.   INAUGURAL SESSION


La President of the CIM, Dr. Yadira Henríquez, welcomed the participants.  She gave the floor to the President of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Carmen Marina Gutiérrez Salazar, Permanent Representative of Nicaragua to the OAS, who delivered a statement to be circulated electronically and posted on the CIM web page (www.oas.org/cim).


B.   WORKING SESSIONS

Four working sessions were held to analyze the proposed follow-up mechanism to the Convention of Belém do Pará.


Meeting officers were elected during the first session, as follows: the delegate of México, Berenice Díaz Ceballos, as Chair; the delegate of the Dominican Republic, Dr. Yadira Henríquez, as Vice Chair, and the delegate of Brazil, Marcía Ramos, as Rapporteur.   


The elected Chair continued with the agenda and gave the floor to the Executive Secretary of the CIM, who described the process followed by that agency in developing the follow-up mechanism to be analyzed during the course of the meeting. 

The representative of Mexico gave a detailed explanation of the proposed mechanism's characteristics. Dr. María Claudia Pulido, Principal Specialist of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) then gave a presentation on the need for a follow-up mechanism to the Convention of Belém do Pará and explained the position of the IACHR in this regard.  


Lastly, Dr. Reinaldo Rodríguez, Legal Counselor of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, reported on the characteristics of follow-up mechanisms for other inter-American conventions. 


These presentations will be circulated electronically and posted on the CIM web page (www.oas.org/cim).


To facilitate discussion on the follow-up mechanism, the delegation of Mexico presented a working document, distributed during the meeting, incorporating changes suggested by the countries up to that point of the meeting.  


As discussion began, the delegate of Argentina expressed his country's interest in further consultations with human rights and women's agencies before approving the final text.
  Several delegations intervened to clarify that the observations made by their countries during the consultation process conducted by the CIM reflected the opinions of the state as well as civil society organizations.  Some delegations indicated that they included representatives of nongovernmental organizations.


The delegation of Canada expressed its support of the initiatives to ensure implementation and follow-up on domestic, regional and international initiatives to eliminate violence against women.  However, expressed concern that the proposed structure could have an unintended negative   impact on the financial and human resources of the Permanent Secretariat of the CIM.  To ensure that the follow-up structure is sustainable and effective, Canada suggested exploring possible linkages between the CIM and the IACHR.


The delegations then undertook a paragraph-by-paragraph review and revision of the working document.  Deliberations centered in particular on the structure of the mechanism, composed of two organs: the Conference of States Parties and the Committee of Experts.  There was extensive discussion on financing, working methodology, operations, intergovernmental cooperation, and civil society participation.


Throughout the discussion, the experts reiterated the importance of such a mechanism for the inter-American system, as an instrument for ensuring that commitments undertaken in ratifying the Convention of Belém do Pará would be duly carried out by domestic authorities, while at the same time providing opportunities for recommendations and the exchange of ideas with other States Parties. 


Concluding its analysis of the text, the Meeting of Experts considered that it had fulfilled the mandate of the OAS General Assembly, contained in resolution AG/RES. 2021 (XXXIV-O/04), and requested that the attached text, with its recommendation on the Draft Statute of the Mechanism to Follow-up on the Convention of Belém do Pará, upon which consensus had been reached by the participants, be referred to the Convention’s Conference of States Parties.


The meeting was adjourned at 6:30 pm on 21 July.

DRAFT STATUTE OF THE MECHANISM TO FOLLOW UP ON IMPLEMENTATION 

OF THE INTER-AMERICAN CONVENTION ON THE PREVENTION, 

PUNISHMENT AND ERADICATION OF VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN,

“CONVENTION OF BELÉM DO PARÁ”

PREAMBLE


Taking into account that the purpose of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women “Convention of Belém do Pará” is to protect women’s human rights and eliminate violent situations that may affect them, because every woman has the right to a life free from violence in both public and private spheres, it is necessary to strengthen cooperation among the States Parties to develop the necessary mechanisms, policies, programs, and plans to prevent, punish, and eradicate violence against women;
Recognizing that there has already been significant progress in the implementation of the provisions of the Convention of Belém do Pará, at both the international and national levels, through progress in the internal legal systems of the states and the development of policies, programs, and plans implemented by the national agencies for women and other state institutions and agencies; 


Stressing that the existence of a mechanism to permit follow-up and analysis of the ways in which the Convention is being applied, and to facilitate cooperation among the States Parties and all of the OAS member states, would contribute to fulfillment of its objectives;

Carrying out the mandates adopted by the Thirty-first Meeting of the Assembly of Delegates of the CIM [CIM/RES. 224 (XXXI-O/02)] to begin a process to establish the most appropriate way to follow up on the Convention of Belém do Pará, and by the General Assembly of the OAS in its “Third Biennial Report on Fulfillment of Resolution AG/RES. 1456 (XXVII-O/97), “Promotion of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, ‘Convention of Belém do Pará;’”  

The Conference of States Parties agrees upon the following mechanism for follow-up on implementation of the Convention of Belém do Pará:
Article 1

Purposes/Objectives

The purposes of the mechanism shall be:

a.
To follow up on the commitments undertaken by the States Parties to the Convention and review how they are being implemented;

b.
To promote the implementation of the Convention and contribute to the achievement of the purposes established, especially in its Articles 7 and 8.

c.
To establish a system of technical cooperation among the States Parties, and other Member States and permanent observers, for the exchange of information, experiences, and best practices as a means to update and harmonize their domestic legislation and attain other common objectives associated with the Convention.

Article 2

Basic principles


The mechanism for follow-up of the commitments assumed by the States Parties to the Convention will be developed within the framework of the purposes and principles established in the Charter of the Organization of American States.  In this regard, the characteristics of this mechanism and the procedures used must take account of the principles of sovereignty, nonintervention, the juridical equality of states, and the need to respect the constitution and basic principles of the legal system of each State Party. 

Article 3

Nature

The mechanism for follow-up of the implementation of the Convention is intergovernmental, and has the following characteristics:
a. It shall be impartial and objective in its functioning and in the conclusions and recommendations it issues.

b. It shall guarantee fair application and equal treatment for the States Parties.

c. It may issue recommendations to the States Parties and follow up on their implementation.

d.  It shall operate on the basis of consensus and the principle of cooperation among the States Parties.

e. It shall establish an appropriate balance between the confidentiality of the evaluation and the transparency of the process. 

Article 4

Members


All the States Parties to the Convention shall be members and shall be represented and participate in the follow-up mechanism. Member States of the OAS that are not parties to the Convention may take part as observers, if they so request.

Article 5

Structure 
The follow-up mechanism shall consist of two organs: the Conference of States Parties (hereinafter “the Conference”) and the Committee of Experts (hereinafter “the Committee”).

The Conference is the political organ of the Mechanism, shall be comprised of representatives of all States Parties to the Convention, and shall hold a regular meeting every two years and special meetings as often as it deems necessary.

The Committee is the technical organ of the Mechanism and shall be comprised of experts appointed by each State Party to the Convention.  It shall meet according to its own work plan and procedures.

The Secretariat of the Conference and of the Committee shall be the OAS General Secretariat, through the Permanent Secretariat of the CIM, and with advisory services, when appropriate, from the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) and the Secretariat for Legal Affairs.

Article 6

Responsibilities
a:   Of the Conference:
-Establish overall guidelines for the work of the Committee and serve as its advisory body;

-Receive, analyze, and evaluate the proposed report of the Committee and issue the definitive version;

-Disseminate the final report of the Mechanism, in coordination with the OAS General Secretariat;

-Settle any matter relating to the operations of the Mechanism
b:   Of the Committee:
-Draft its own rules of procedure;

-Define its working methods and work calendar;

-Receive and evaluate the reports of the States Parties and issue its recommendations; 

-Present the report to the Conference.

Article 7 

Headquarters
The Follow-up Mechanism shall have its headquarters at the Organization of American States, in the Permanent Secretariat of the CIM.

Article 8 

Operations

a. Selection of provisions and methodology:

The Committee Secretariat shall submit to the Committee, for its consideration, a document in which it will select the Convention provisions whose application by the States Parties could be the subject of the review and, in keeping with available financial resources, shall determine the duration of a period of sessions it will devote to this task--to be called a round--and the number of preliminary reports of States Parties to be considered at each meeting. 

During each round, the Committee Secretariat shall prepare a questionnaire on the provisions it has selected, which questionnaire, once approved by the Committee, shall be transmitted to the States Parties, who undertake to reply to it by the deadline set by the Committee.  Replies to the questionnaire shall be circulated to all members of the Committee.

At the start of each round, the Committee shall examine the information of each State Party and establish a calendar for the review, in a predetermined, impartial manner, such as alphabetical order, the drawing of lots, or chronological order of ratification of the Convention.  The Committee Secretariat shall make this information public.  

In order to fulfill its functions, the Committee shall determine the appropriate method for carrying out its work plan.

b. Final report:


After reviewing the preliminary reports of all the States Parties in each round, the Committee shall issue a final report with the corresponding recommendations; this report shall include the observations on each State Party that has been reviewed and shall be submitted to the Conference and, once published, to the Assembly of Delegates of the CIM.

c. Follow-up of recommendations:

The Committee shall determine the necessary means to follow-up on fulfillment of the recommendations made in the final report on each State Party.

Article 9

Equal treatment


To ensure that the mechanism is efficient and consists of an evaluation between equals, the objective of which is to strengthen communication and exchange of experiences among the States Parties, the Committee of Experts shall take into account that:

a.
All States Parties shall be reviewed in the framework of the round, in accordance with identical criteria and procedures.

b.
The same questionnaire shall be used for all States Parties.

c.
All the State Party reports shall have the same format.

Article 10

Intergovernmental cooperation and participation of civil society
a. The Conference of States Parties and the Committee of Experts of the Convention Follow-up Mechanism are intergovernmental in nature. The Conference and the Committee of Experts may invite to its plenary meetings states that are not parties to the Convention.

b. In order to secure more input for its reviews, the Committee shall include, in its rules of procedure, provisions that ensure participation by civil society organizations, in particular those that deal with the subject of the Convention of Belém do Pará, in keeping with the principles set forth in the Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities [CP/RES. 759 (1217/99)] and the definition of civil society contained in resolution AG/RES. 1661 (XXIX-O/99).  
c. Bearing in mind the objectives of the Follow-up Mechanism, and in the framework of the Inter-American Program on the Promotion of Women’s Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality, the Committee shall cooperate with all OAS member states that so request, taking into account OAS activities in progress, and shall report to the Conference on this matter.
d. The States Parties shall establish mechanisms that facilitate cooperation and technical assistance for the exchange of information, experiences, and best practices to bring about the full implementation of the Convention.

Article 11

Resources
The activities of the Follow-up Mechanism shall be financed by a specific fund established for this purpose, consisting of contributions from States Parties to the Convention, states that are not parties to the Convention, permanent observer states, and international financial agencies, other external resources, and any other contribution it may receive in accordance with the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States.  These contributions may include offers from States Parties to organize and host meetings of the Mechanism’s organs.  

The Conference may establish criteria for determining regular contributions.

Article 12

Review of the Mechanism


The Conference shall periodically review the Mechanism’s operation, taking into account the observations of the Committee of Experts, and may introduce any changes it deems appropriate.
Article 13

Report to the OAS General Assembly

The Conference, in collaboration with the Committee Secretariat, shall report every two years to the OAS General Assembly on work done during that period concerning progress, challenges, and best practices that emerge from the final reports it issues, and, if appropriate, shall issue general recommendations, if it sees fit.
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� The delegation of Argentina requested the Rapporteur of the Meeting of Experts on the Follow-up Mechanism to the Convention of Belém do Pará to include the following statement, made during the morning of 20 July, in her report:


 “Follow-up mechanisms should strengthen the conventions for which they are designed. We therefore consider it essential in this case, before continuing with the mechanism's development, to conduct the additional consultations with human rights and women's organizations necessary to elicit their opinions and suggestions.  The follow-up mechanism should strengthen the application of the Convention of Belém do Pará so as to enhance its effectiveness.  It is therefore essential to give relevant agencies sufficient time to thoroughly analyze the situation and develop reasoned positions on the best means to achieve this.”
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
