FUNDING OF TRAVEL AND PER DIEM EXPENSES OF THE MEMBERS
OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE CIM

(Adopted at the fifth plenary session, held on November 7, 2007)
THE SEVENTH SPECIAL ASSEMBLY OF DELEGATES OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN,

HAVING SEEN:


The decision adopted by this Special Assembly to preserve the present text of Article 22 of the Statute of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), the second paragraph of which stipulates that “Provisions shall be made for travel and per diem expenses of the members of the Executive Committee in the preliminary proposed program-budget of the Inter-American Commission of Women”; and

Article 14 of that Statute, which establishes the right of all member states to participate in the Executive Committee of the CIM, taking into consideration the principle of equitable geographic distribution; 

CONSIDERING that some countries face greater budgetary constraints on their ability to serve as members of the Executive Committee;


CONSIDERING ALSO the mandates set forth in resolutions AG/RES. 2021 (XXXIV-O/04), AG/RES. 2099 (XXXV-O/05), and AG/RES. 2161 (XXXVI-O/06), on the “Strengthening of the Inter-American Commission of Women,” which reiterate the OAS General Assembly’s instruction to the Secretary General to provide the CIM, in its role as a specialized organization of the Organization of American States (OAS), with adequate human and financial resources to strengthen its ability to carry out its growing mandates; and

BEARING IN MIND that the attainment of the CIM’s objectives and the implementation of its programs involves action both by the Organization of American States (OAS) and by every member state,

RESOLVES:

1.
To instruct the Permanent Secretariat to transmit this resolution to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs, through the Permanent Council, and to follow up on it together with the President. 

2.
To request the Executive Secretariat to include travel and per diems expenses of the members of the Executive Committee each year in the preliminary proposed program-budget of the CIM.  

3.
To request the Secretary General to assign sufficient resources each year, within the regular budget of the Organization, to cover the costs to which the preceding paragraph refers.

4.
To request the Secretary General to present a report to the Executive Committee on such efforts; and further to request the Executive Committee to report thereon to the Thirty-fourth Assembly of Delegates, to be held in 2008.[image: image2.png]
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
