It was agreed that, due to time constraints, there would be no individual presentation of the Country Reports or the reports of the specialized organizations, since they had also been published as documents of the Assembly. 
The floor was offered to the Delegates, who congratulated the President, the Executive Committee, the Executive Secretary and the CIM staff for their work during the biennium.  They expressed their satisfaction for the participation of the OAS Secretary General in the inaugural session as well as the importance of widely disseminating his speech.  The President of the CIM proposed adopting a resolution to congratulate and thank the Secretary General for his support of the CIM. 
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The Delegates of Chile and Uruguay presented the idea of having a hymn composed for the women of the Americas, and proposed a resolution to this effect. 
The delegations emphasized the importance of having at the meeting the representative of the National Machinery for Women of El  Salvador, and the Principal Delegate of the country confirmed that she did form part of their Delegation.  
The Delegate of the United States referred to the importance of women having access to high level positions within the OAS, and announced that Carol Fuller of the United States had been recently named Secretary of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE).   Finally, the Delegate of St. Vincent and the Grenadines stated that they had prepared a simplified version of the Convention of Belém do Pará, which had been widely disseminated in their country and in the Caribbean region to ensure that the objectives of the Convention are reflected in domestic legislation, and offered to share this text with other countries. 

The session adjourned at 1:00 p.m.
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
