ELECTION OF OFFICERS OF THE CIM

VOTE


Under Article 10 of the Statute of the Commission, only principal or alternate delegates to the Inter-American Commission of Women shall be entitled to vote in the Assemblies.  Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIM provides that “members of the delegations shall be accredited by their respective governments by written communication to the Secretary General of the Organization of American States.”
REQUEST FOR NOMINATIONS

As the principal delegates are aware, pursuant to existing statutory and regulatory provisions, the President of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), the Honorable Nilcea Freire wrote, on May 15, 2006, to the ambassadors, permanent representatives to the Organization of American States to notify governments of their eligibility for the posts of President, Vice President, and member countries of the Executive Committee of the CIM for the period 2006-2008 (Note No. 05-39/06).

As of the date of preparation of this document, several nominations were received, which are listed below:

NOMINATIONS RECEIVED
A.
FOR PRESIDENT

Articles 14 and 15 of the Statute of the Commission and the corresponding article of its Rules of Procedure, Article 22, establish that the Commission shall elect its President from among the principal delegates of the member states that are members of the Commission, taking into consideration the principle of equitable geographic distribution and that the President shall be elected by an absolute majority of the delegates that are members of the Commission.

It is also established that the election shall be held at the regular Assembly held in the year in which the President's term of office expires or at a special Assembly convoked for that purpose.


As of the date of this document, two candidacies for the post of President had been received.

On August 23, 2006, the Government of Antigua y Barbuda announced that it will be nominate its Principal Delegate, Dr. Jacqui C. Quinn-Leandro for the post of President of the Inter-American Commission of Women for the period 2006-2008. On August 23, 2006, the Executive Secretary forwarded that information to the ambassadors, permanent representatives to the Organization of American States. Jacqui C. B.
FOR VICE PRESIDENT

Article 18 of the Statute provides that the Vice President shall be elected at the same Assembly at which the President of the Commission is elected, in the same manner, and for the same term of office.

On August 24, 2006, the Government of Colombia announced that it would nominate its Principal Delegate, Honorable Martha Lucia Vásquez Zawadzky for the post of Vice President of the Inter-American Commission of Women for the period 2006-2008.  On July 20, 2006, the Executive Secretary forwarded that information to the Ambassadors, Permanent Representatives to the Organization of American States.
