Antecedentes

El puerto de Paranagua fue inaugurado el 17 de marzo de 1935. Es el puerto mas grande de sur
del Brasil, actuando principalmente en la exportacion de granos y utilizado también por Paraguay
en el transporte de carga consolidada, segiin un acuerdo con Brasil. Paranagué funcion6é como un
canal importante de exportacion para hierba-mate, madera y café, poniéndose firme como el
terminal exportador principal de las habas de la soja de América Latina.

De otra parte, el puerto de Antonina, manejado por el Estado, fue originado por el decreto 26298
de 23/02/1949, en la concesion del Gobierno Federal al Gobierno de Parana. Tiene dos terminales
portuarias: Ponta Félix y o Bardo de Teffé.

La terminal de Bardo de Teffé, de la APPA, esta compuesta por un embarcadero comercial de 19
pies (5,79m); dos almacenes (de 2.436m y 1.056m); la operacion del uso multiple en el area de
256.622, 95 m 2. El terminal de Ponta Félix, privatizado por APPA, posee casi 360m de
extension, permitiendo el atranque de 2 navios simultaneamente y un patio para 2.300
contenedores, de los cuales 200 son para contenedores frigorificos.

Background
The Port of Paranagua was inaugurated on March 17, 1935, It is the largest port of south Brazil,

acting mainly in the exportation of grains and according to an agreement with Brazil, it is also
being used by Paraguay for transportation of its bonded cargo,. Paranagua functioned as an
important exportation canal for mate grass, wood and coffee, positionating itself as the main
exporting terminal of soy beans of Latin America.

On the other hand, the Port of Antonina, which is managed by the State, was created by decree
26298 of 02/23/1949, in the concession of the Federal Government to the Government of Parana,
and which has two port terminals: Ponta do Félix e o Bardo de Teffé. The Bardo de Teffé
terminal, owned by APPA, is composed by a commercial wharf (for ships of until 155m), 19 feet
(5,79m), two warehouses (2.436m and 1.056m), for operation of multiple usage area of
256.622,95m 2.

The Ponta Félix terminal, privatized by APPA and which has almost 360m of extension, allowing
simultaneously the berthing of 2 vessels and with a zone for 2.300 containers from which 200 are
for refrigerator containers.
