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I. INTRODUCTION: 

The Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) of the Organization of American States (OAS) has advisory organs called Technical Advisory Groups (TAGs). In conformity with Article 1 of the bylaws of the TAGs, included in Annex A, the TAGs have as their goal the provision of technical advice to the CIP on specific aspects of the development of the hemispheric port sector. 

 

The CIP, in its first meeting in Guatemala (October, 1999), approved the creation of three TAGs: Port Operations, Port Security, and Navigation Safety and Environmental Protection. 

The TAG on Port Security, chaired by the Delegation of the United States, held its first meeting in Barbados, December, 2000; its report is included in Annex B. In the second meeting of the CIP (Costa Rica, September, 2001), the president of the TAG presented his report pertaining to the biennium 2000-2001, which is included in Annex C. 

 

In conformity with Article 3 of the bylaws of the TAGs, all the member States of the Committee have the right to join the TAGs, sending a specialist in port sector matters to each TAG. The TAGs are also composed of associate members that can be administrative and operative port entities, academic institutions, scientific, commercial, development, financial, industrial, and other organizations pertaining to the activity of the port sector that enjoy juridical personality, with the approval of the member State in whose territory they reside or are incorporated. The associate members should contribute to the financing of the TAGs in which they are enrolled, in the form and amounts that the Committee determines. 

 

In Annex D, the actual composition of the three TAGs is detailed. 

 

 

 

II. OBJECTIVE: 
The TAG on Port Security advises the Inter-American Committee on Ports on all aspects of port security so that port authorities will have the information and means necessary to make the best decisions to significantly reduce security risks, resulting in more secure and efficient ports in the Hemisphere. 

 

III. FUNCTIONS: 

1. To compile and exchange information on port security, including applications of advanced technology to reduce security risks; 

2. To design and maintain a database with information relevant to its work; 

3. To recommend training programs based on the member countries’ needs; 

4. To recommend port security guidelines; 

5. To prepare specialized reports, studies and technical documents; 

6. To organize national and international meetings and activities on specialized topics in this area; 

7. To report to the Chair of the Executive Board, in writing, every six months, on the progress and results of its work; 

8. To prepare proposals and recommendations on policies and strategies and present them to the Inter-American Committee on Ports through the Executive Board.

RULES OF PROCEDURE OF THE TECHNICAL ADVISORY GROUPS 

OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS 

 

 

I. OBJECTIVE, ESTABLISHMENT, AND COMPOSITION OF THE TAGs 

Objective 

Article 1 

 

The objective of the Technical Advisory Groups (hereinafter "TAGs") shall be to provide technical advice to the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) ("the Committee") on specific aspects of hemispheric port-sector development. 

Establishment 

Article 2 

The Committee, at its regular meetings, shall establish the TAGs that it deems necessary to fulfill its objectives and shall define specific mandates for each TAG. For the Committee to proceed to establish a TAG, at least five member states must have applied to participate therein. 

Composition of the TAGs and Participation in Their Meetings 

Article 3 
The TAGs shall comprise representatives of the member states and of the associate members, in the following manner: 

A. Member States 

1. Each member of the Committee may appoint a representative to each TAG. The representative shall be a specialist in port-sector matters. 

2. The General Secretariat of the Organization of American States shall maintain a current list of the member states that constitute each TAG. 

3. The representatives of the member states that are not members of a TAG may attend its meetings with voice but without vote. 

B. Associate Members 

 

1. Those port administration and operating entities; academic, scientific, commercial, developmental, financial, industrial institutions; and other organizations related to port-sector activities, that have legal personality may participate in the TAGs as associate members, with the approval of the member state where the entity, institution, or organization has been incorporated or has its principal office. Each member state shall notify the Chair of the corresponding TAG and of the Executive Committee in writing of the names of the entities, institutions, or organizations it has approved for associate membership. An entity, institution, or organization shall cease to be an associate member in the event that the approval is withdrawn by the corresponding member state. 

 

2. The entities, institutions, or organizations that have been approved as associate members in accordance with the previous paragraph, and who are current in the payment of the dues provided for in Article 14 of these Rules of Procedure, may fully participate in all the activities of the TAGs to which they are associated, with voice but without vote. They may present technical papers and receive the documents of the groups with which they are associated. 

3. The General Secretariat shall maintain a register of the associate members. That register shall include data on the entities, institutions, and organizations that have been authorized in writing by the country or countries that approve their participation in a specific TAG. 

II. OFFICERS 

Officers and Headquarters of each TAG 

Article 4 
1. The Committee shall elect a member state as chair of a TAG upon its establishment. Each TAG shall have its headquarters in the country of the Chair. 

2. Each TAG shall elect a Vice Chair during its first meeting. The position of Vice Chair may be held by an associate member. The Vice Chair shall assist the Chair in the performance of his or her duties. 

Office of the Chair 

Article 5 
The member state elected to preside over a TAG shall establish and maintain at its sole expense, and under the exclusive responsibility of the Chair, an office with the necessary technical and administrative personnel. For all purposes, this office shall be responsible exclusively to the Chair of the TAG and shall not be dependent in any way upon the General Secretariat. 

Term of Office of the Chair and the Vice Chair 

Article 6 
The Chair of each TAG shall hold office until the following regular meeting of the Committee. The Vice Chair shall continue in office until the next TAG meeting. Both may be reelected. 

 

Duties of the Chair 

Article 7 

The Chair of a TAG shall: 

a. Convene meetings of the TAG and designate the place and date for each meeting; 

b. In consultation with the Vice Chair, authorize the participation of observers and special guests in meetings of the TAG; 

c. Direct the work of the TAG, prepare materials for the meetings, and send the studies, decisions, and draft resolutions of the TAG to the Chair of the Executive Board, and to the General Secretariat for processing; 

d. Present a written report to the Chair of the Executive Board, every six months, on the development and results of the work of the TAG with a copy sent to the General Secretariat; 

e. Present written reports, studies, and recommendations to the Committee, through the Executive Board. These documents shall be sent to the Executive Board 90 days prior to the Committee meeting, so that the Executive Board may make its observations. 

 

III. WORK STRUCTURE 

Meetings and Working Groups of the TAGs 

Article 8 
1. In order to fulfill their duties, the TAGs shall meet at least once a year, at a location and time determined by their respective Chairs. Any member or associate member of a TAG may host an additional meeting of the TAG, and in such case, will be responsible for providing the meeting site, personnel, and administrative support for the meeting. 

2. To carry out their functions, the TAGs may establish working groups, which shall present reports of their activities to the respective TAG. 

3. If necessary, the TAGs shall approve and adapt their own working methods to meet the needs of their members, subject to the provisions of these Rules of Procedure and other instruments applicable to the CIP. 

Powers of the Chair during Meetings 

Article 9 
The Chair shall convene the plenary sessions; establish their order of business; open and adjourn the plenary sessions; direct the debate; grant the floor to the delegations in the order of their requests; put to a vote the points under discussion and announce the results; rule on points of order in compliance with Article 36 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIP; install the working groups; perform any other tasks the Committee, the Executive Board or the corresponding TAG may assign him or her; and, in general, observe and enforce the provisions of these Rules of Procedure. 

Replacement of the Chair 

Article 10 
In the event of absence of the Chair during a meeting, he or she shall be replaced by the Vice Chair, who shall have the same powers and duties as the Chair. 

Quorum and Recommendations 

Article 11 
1. One third of the representatives of the member states that comprise a TAG constitute a quorum to hold meetings. 

2. The recommendations of the TAGs shall be adopted in plenary sessions. In the absence of agreement in their deliberations, the Chair of the respective TAG shall present the conclusions of the discussions in its report to the Executive Board, without recommendations. When a TAG has reached conclusions or adopted recommendations on which the Executive Board or the Committee should take a decision, the Chair of the respective TAG shall indicate in his or her written report to the Executive Board the number of representatives that were present at the time of reaching the conclusions or making the recommendations. 

Debates 

Article 12 
At the meetings of the TAGs, the provisions on debate set forth in Articles 34 to 43 and 45 to 52 of the Rules of Procedures of the CIP shall apply, as appropriate. 

IV. EVALUATION OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE TAGs AND DURATION OF THEIR MANDATES 

Article 13 
1. The Chair and the Vice Chairs of the Executive Board shall be responsible for conducting an annual assessment of the completion of the tasks assigned to each TAG. 

2. During each regular meeting, the Chair of the Executive Board shall submit to the Committee an evaluation report on the progress in completing the tasks assigned to each TAG. 

3. On the basis of that report, the Committee shall decide whether each TAG and its working groups should continue working in accordance with their original mandate, whether they should continue working with a modified mandate, or whether their work should be concluded. 

V. FINANCIAL ASPECTS OF THE TAGs 

Membership Dues of Associate Members 

Article 14 
Associate members shall contribute financially to the TAGs which they join, in the manner and amounts that the Committee determines. The funds from membership dues of the associate members shall be deposited in a specific fund and allocated to the budget of the respective TAG. These funds shall be administered in accordance with the rules and procedures provided for the administration of specific funds in the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat and other applicable legal instruments. 

Budget 

Article 15 
Each TAG shall prepare an annual budget to which associate membership dues shall be assigned. When the Committee decides that a TAG has concluded its work, any remaining funds allocated to that group shall be transferred to the Special Port Program Specific Fund. 

VI. SECRETARIAT 

Article 16 

The Chair of each TAG shall act as pro tempore secretariat for his or her group and shall serve as the institutional memory of the group. 

 

VII. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Article 17 
 

1. The provisions of these Rules of Procedure are part of the provisions of the Rules of Procedure of the Inter-American Committee on Ports approved by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) through resolution CIDI/RES. 96 (V-O/00). Any amendment to these Rules of Procedure must therefore be approved by the CIDI, in accordance with the procedures set forth in Article 87 of the Rules of Procedure of the Committee. 

2. Procedural matters not covered by these Rules of Procedure shall be resolved by each TAG. No decision adopted under this provision may contradict other provisions of the Rules of Procedures of the Committee or other legal instruments applicable to the CIP. 

 

ANNEX B 

First Meeting of the Technical Advisory Committee
on Port Security
The first meeting of the TAG on Port Security was held on December 8, 2000, in Bridgetown, Barbados. Doris J. Bautch, U.S. delegate to the Organization of American States Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), chaired the meeting. A list of CIP country members and private sector representatives participating in the meeting is attached. 

The Chair welcomed the participants and thanked the delegation of Barbados for its hospitality. 

After some introductory remarks, the CIP Secretary verified that a quorum was present and installed the TAG on Port Security. 

The Chair began the meeting by explaining the objectives and sphere of action of the Committee, and, in particular, described to the associate members the benefits they could obtain from participating in this TAG. Ms. Bautch noted that document CECIP/doc.9 contained the Rules of Procedure of the TAGs. She asked the participants to identify themselves and indicate whether they represented the public or the private sector.

Agenda item 1. Approval of the agenda 

The agenda was presented and approved. 

Agenda item 2. Opening remarks on the TAG - Objectives, functions, rules of procedure, member countries; Relationship with the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP); Introduction of Associate Member 

The Chair presented detailed information on the categories of participants, the way in which the parties are represented and the attribution of one vote per country. 

Ms. Bautch indicated the country members of the TAG and noted that Ecuador, Guyana, and Venezuela had recently joined. They were asked to send a confirmation letter in that regard to the CIP Secretariat. (Note: Antigua and Barbuda has also advised interest in participating in the TAG.) 

Agenda item 3. Election of the Vice Chair
The Chair nominated the Maritime Security Council (MSC), headquartered in the United States, for Vice Chair. Mr. Philip J. Murray, representing the MSC, explained the objectives and functions of the Council and advised that it has more than 600 members worldwide. The MSC was elected by acclamation, for which Mr. Murray expressed thanks. 

Agenda item 4. Main Guidelines
The guidelines for the Port Security TAG were distributed and explained in detail. 

 

Agenda item 5. Work Plan 2001
The following points of the Work Plan were considered: 

A. Support for IMO advisors who are developing port security guidelines for Latin America and the Caribbean and the need to evaluate the reports produced by that organization. 

The Chair and the Secretary explained the importance for the Port Security TAG to review the IMO documents. The delegation of Argentina offered to coordinate that work. Barbados, Ecuador, and Guatemala also came forward, which meant that the three areas were covered, Central and South America and the Caribbean. A proposal was made to review the IMO guidelines and establish an initial position. Also, it was agreed that, once approved, a pilot program to test the IMO guidelines would be established. 

B. Security/Contingency Plans. 

It was proposed that member countries transmit to the Chair their current contingency plans for review, with a view to improving that activity. Some countries said that turning over security plans could cause problems in terms of confidentiality. General standards or best practices were also discussed. The proposal was withdrawn since it was deemed more advisable to wait until the IMO guidelines were issued and an opinion could be expressed thereon. 

B. Training courses. 

The Chair stated that it was important to upgrade those courses to introduce state-of-the-art developments. It was deemed necessary to prepare a roster of experts to serve as instructors for those courses. Member countries of the TAG agreed to provide this information to the Chair, who also chairs the CIP Subcommittee on Training. Also discussed was the problem of compiling crime statistics. Security has been contracted out in many ports without a careful study of the effects this may have. 

 

C. Contact with BIMCO (Baltic International Maritime Organization). 

It was considered necessary to obtain information on BIMCO and its security model. In that regard, contact would be established and information sought, for distribution to the TAG participants. 

D. Identification of Security Equipment 

It was considered necessary to identify the best security equipment and to evaluate the results of its use. 

Agenda item 6. Budget 2001 

 

The annual budget for the Port Security TAG is estimated at $19,500. It was clarified that the budget should be covered by the dues of the associate members, established at US$ 1,000 per year. 

Agenda item 7. Date and Venue of the Second Meeting 

Pending funding for the TAG, the Second Meeting was tentatively set for March 15, 2001, in Fort Lauderdale, Florida, U.S.A., together with the meeting of the Maritime Security Council. 

Agenda item 8. Agreements
A. To prepare a roster of heads of security in each port in order to establish a network for communication and the exchange of ideas via the Internet. The Port Authority of Virginia will coordinate this action. 

B. To establish contact with BIMCO and request the security model that it designed, for dissemination to the Group’s members. The Port of Los Angeles will coordinate this activity. 

C. To ascertain the possibility of producing a framework contract for contracting security firms. To that end, the representative of the Port of Houston offered to distribute guidelines for contracting specifications for security firms, and the Chair said that she would request background information thereon from the Committee on Security of the AAPA. 

D. To identify topics for training and possible instructors for future courses. The Chair will coordinate this activity and all members were asked to submit information on instructors by March 1, 2001.

Technical Advisory Group (TAG) on Port Security
Report 2000/20001
 

This report on the activities of the TAG on Port Security is provided to the CIP Subcommittee on Policy and Coordination in accordance with Resolution CECIP/RES.5(II-00). 

The United States, as Chair of the TAG on Port Security, in an effort to promote and market the TAG has written letters, participated in meetings, written and distributed reports, and held port security training sessions. These have included: 

· Sent a letter to each delegate of the countries represented on the Port Security TAG. The letter emphasized the importance of private sector inputs and encouraged the delegates to actively participate and to begin developing a network of appropriate commercial industry representatives regarding their membership in the TAG. The letter also suggested the potential value to the TAG of obtaining the cooperative assistance of the agencies within each delegate's government that deal with security issues. 

· Participated in the American Association of Port Authorities Security Committee 2000 Annual Meeting, hosted by the Port of Miami. The presentation emphasized the importance of cargo security guidelines and standards developed on an international basis and the relevance of the OAS TAG on Port Security in that endeavor. 

· Participated in a Caribbean/Latin American Action (CLAA) conference and organized a focus group session with key members interested in cooperative efforts pertaining to port security matters. Continue to interact with CLAA and contribute assistance in staffing security-related panels planned for future conferences. 

· Continued interaction with the Caribbean Shipping Association (CSA), which is the primary ocean carrier trade association in the Caribbean Basin and actively dedicated to pursuing international cooperative solutions to port and cargo security problems in the region among OAS member countries. The support of CSA is an essential factor in persuading support of Caribbean Transport Ministers for an Inter-American Port Security Strategy initiative. 

· Served on CSA Port Security Panel at the 2000 Fall Conference in New Orleans and discussed the Port Security TAG. 

· Prepared and submitted a project proposal for an Inter-American Port Security Training Program to the U.S. Department of State's U.S. Permanent Mission to the OAS. The proposal detailed four training courses and requisite funding for calendar year 2001. The proposal was subsequently presented to the OAS by the U.S. Ambassador, along with letters of support received by the port authorities of the Latin American and Caribbean countries participating in the training. However, the OAS declined to approve funding. 

· Organized an U.S. Government training team for an International Maritime Organization (IMO) "Course on Prevention and Control of Drug Trafficking on Vessels," June 26 -28, 2001, in Manzanillo, Mexico. Approximately 100 port personnel attended the course -- about 28 from within Mexico, in addition to 72 from other Central American countries. 

· Coordinated and organized the training team for an Inter-American Port Security Training Program course for the Caribbean Countries in St. Lucia the week of June 26-30, 2000. Thirteen countries participated with 29 attendees. 

· Made a presentation on the establishment and purpose of the OAS Technical Advisory Group (TAG) on Port Security at the Maritime Security Council Spring 2000 Meeting in Fort Lauderdale, Florida. 

· Wrote and published two Maritime Security Reports: November 2000 - Colombian Port Security Improvements Are Beginning to Achieve Results in Countering Commercial Maritime Drug Smuggling and to Impact the Transportation Methods Used by Trafficking Organizations and May 2000 

OAS Technical Advisory Group on Port Security (TAG/PS): A Multilateral Initiative to Develop a Common Strategy and Devise Basic Guidelines and Minimum Standards to Improve Port Security in the Western Hemisphere. 

· Co-chaired the Interagency Commission on Crime & Security in U.S. Seaports with the U.S. Departments of Justice and Treasury, and the participation of more than 20 Federal agencies. The Commission produced a report of its findings for the President of the United States, which published the report in September 2000. The Commission conducted a 12-month examination of the critical concerns of crime and security affecting the country’s maritime trade, including the international implications. The report contains guidelines, findings, and recommendations applicable to all countries of the Western Hemisphere. The report can be found on the Commission’s website (www.seaportcommission.gov in Current News). 

· Participate in the Interagency Committee on the U.S. Marine Transportation System subcommittee on security. Included in the subcommittee agenda is development of U.S. operating guidelines and minimum security standards on an international basis, along with a strategy and process to enable their advancement. 

 

The Chair participated in the coordination meeting among the TAGs held in Brasilia, Brazil, August 14-16, 2000. The purpose of the meeting was to coordinate and harmonize operational and technical issues of the TAGs prior to commencement of their activities. At this meeting, the Chair presented a document with guidelines for the design of a marketing strategy to promote all TAGs. A decision was made to hold the first meeting of the TAGs in Bridgetown, Barbados, December 8, 2000. 

In preparation for the first meeting of the TAG, the Chair developed guidelines for the TAG, a proposed work plan for 2001, and a proposed annual budget. Letters of invitation were sent to the member countries of the TAG and to prospective associate members. 

Participants in the first meeting of the Port Security TAG in Barbados totaled 36. This included representatives from member countries of the CIP and prospective associate members. Major results of the meeting included: 

· Election of a Vice Chair (Maritime Security Council) 

· Approval of a work plan 

· Approval of a budget 

Interest in the TAG on Port Security continues to be impressive, both from member countries and prospective associate members. However, there have been no firm commitments from anticipated associate members, who would pay a membership fee. The operating budget for the TAG is predicated on this membership fee. Due to lack of funding, no future meetings of the TAG have been planned. While resource implications affect the current activities of the Port Security TAG, increased emphasis on port security throughout the trade community provide the impetus for continued operation of the TAG.
