OBJECTIVE:  
To advise the Inter-American Committee on Ports on matters related to navigation safety and environmental protection so that port authorities will have the necessary information and means to make the best decisions to implement sustainable port development.  
FUNCTIONS:  
i. To compile and exchange information on navigation safety and environmental protection, including the use of specialized information technology systems in this area;  

ii. To design and maintain a database with information relevant to its work;  

iii. To identify training needs;  

iv. To prepare specialized reports, studies, and technical documents;  

v. To organize national and international meetings and activities on specialized topics in this area;  

vi. To report to the Chair of the Executive Board, in writing, every six months, on the progress and results of its work;  

vii. To prepare proposals and recommendations to enhance navigation safety and environmental protection and present them to the Inter-American Committee on Ports through the Executive Board.
