OAS SPECIAL PROGRAM OF SUPPORT FOR STRENGTHENING DEMOCRATIC INSTITUTIONS IN GUATEMALA
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
HAVING SEEN the report of the Secretary General on the Special Program of Support for Guatemala;
CONSIDERING the firm commitment of the Government of Guatemala, as a matter of state policy, to fulfill the commitments undertaken in the peace agreements signed in Guatemala City on December 29, 1996;
BEARING IN MIND the solidarity of the international community, expressed in its commitment to continue supporting Guatemala in its efforts to carry out those accords fully;
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the progress made in implementing the accords, especially in the area of human rights, which is essential to strengthening peace and democracy
, pursuant to the provisions of General Assembly resolutions AG/RES. 1703 (XXX-O/00)
 and AG/RES. 1820 (XXXI-O/01); 
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the firm commitment of the Government to strengthen democratic institutions in Guatemala; and

RESOLVES:
