The IABA constitutes an autonomous professional forum for the exchange of professional views and information in the interest of the rule of law and democratic institutions in the Americas.

3. Primary areas of activity of the Inter-American Bar Association and their relationship to OAS activities

· To meet in conference for the presentation and discussion of papers of the highest quality and for an exchange of views on matters of interest to lawyers in the Americas, their respective governments, and international organizations.

5. OAS work areas to which the Inter-American Bar Association can provide support

The Inter-American Bar Association would like to strengthen its cooperation with: the OAS Permanent Council Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, the Inter-American Commission of Women, the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission, and the Inter-American Telecommunication Commission.
