VOTE OF THANKS TO THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF PERU

(Resolution adopted at the second plenary session,

held on September 11, 2001)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

RECALLING that the Government of the Republic of Peru, acknowledging the democratic aspirations of the peoples of the Americas, incorporated by their governments in the Santiago Commitment to Democracy and the Renewal of the Inter-American System, took the initiative of presenting to the Third Summit of the Americas a proposal to systematize, perfect, and develop the set of norms and mechanisms for the promotion and defense of democracy, and to strengthen them and adapt them to the new inter-American challenges by drawing up an Inter-American Democratic Charter,

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

That the Government of Peru has spearheaded the work leading to the drafting of that Charter in successive consultations and negotiations; and

That the Government of Peru is hosting this twenty-eighth special session of the General Assembly, convened by the OAS Permanent Council, to adopt the Inter-American Democratic Charter,

RESOLVES:

To express its appreciation to the government and people of the Republic of Peru for presenting the initiative of the Inter-American Democratic Charter and of the twenty-eighth special session of the General Assembly of the OAS, for the generous hospitality it has extended to the delegations, and for its invaluable contribution and decisive support to this Assembly.
