Excellency:

As Your Excellency knows, resolution AG/RES. 1851 (XXXII-O/02), in operative paragraph 5.b, instructed the Working Group to hold a special meeting “no later than March 31, 2003, for continued consideration of the Draft Declaration, with participation by representatives of indigenous peoples.”
As Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP), I have the honor of informing you that the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, at a meeting of this Committee held on October 24, 2002, recommended that the special meeting be held from February 24 to 28, 2003.  The recommendation takes into account that, given the importance of and background to the preparation of the Draft American Declaration by the member states with participation by indigenous representatives within the Working Group, a total of four and a half days of sessions will be necessary.

The Committee, bearing in mind resolution CP/RES. 807 (1307/02) of February 13, 2002, which, in operative paragraph 10, established a limit of three days for meetings funded directly by the Regular Fund, has decided to submit a request to the Permanent Council for an exception in this case.  Accordingly, I wish to request that the Committee you chair give consideration to approving the budget prepared, on the basis of expected actual costs, by the Secretariat for Conferences and Meetings, which is detailed in an attachment hereto.
Accept, Excellency, the renewed assurances of my highest consideration.
