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DRAFT RESOLUTION

PLACE AND DATE OF THE SIXTH INTER-AMERICAN SPECIALIZED CONFERENCE
ON PRIVATE INTERNATIONAL LAW (CIDIP-VI)

(Considered at the meeting of October 4, 2001)

EXPLANATORY NOTE

At its twenty-sixth regular session, the General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 1393 (XXVI-O/96), convened the Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VI).


In 1997, the Permanent Council, in resolution CP/RES. 705 (1132/97), accepted the offer of the Government of Guatemala to host the Conference.  In 1999, it approved the agenda for the Conference in resolution CP/RES. 744 (1185/99).

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 1765 (XXXI-O/01), set November 12 to 16, 2001, as the dates for CIDIP-VI, to be held in Guatemala, in keeping with resources allocated in the program-budget and other resources.

On September 25, 2001, the Guatemalan delegation addressed a note to the Chair of the Permanent Council conveying its decision not to host CIDIP-VI.  Accordingly, the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, at its meeting of October 4, 2001, considered the attached draft resolution, in which it is recommended that CIDIP-VI be postponed until December 3 to 7, 2001.

This draft resolution is placed before the Permanent Council for consideration and possible adoption.

PLACE AND DATE OF THE SIXTH INTER-AMERICAN SPECIALIZED CONFERENCE

THE Permanent Council OF THE Organization of American States,
CONSIDERING that the General Assembly, at its twenty-sixth regular session, in resolution AG/RES. 1393 (XXVI-O/96), convened the Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VI);


TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that, in resolution CP/RES. 705 (1132/97), the Permanent Council accepted the offer of the Government of Guatemala to host CIDIP-VI;


TAKING INTO ACCOUNT ALSO that, in resolution CP/RES. 744 (1185/99), the Permanent Council approved the agenda of CIDIP-VI;


CONSIDERING that, in its resolution AG/RES. 1765 (XXXI-O/01), the General Assembly set November 12 to 16, 2001, as the dates for CIDIP-VI, to be held in Guatemala, in accordance with resources allocated in the program-budget and other resources; and


HAVING EXAMINED the note of the Permanent Mission of Guatemala, dated September 25, 2001, in which the Government of Guatemala conveyed its decision not to host CIDIP-VI,

RESOLVES:


To set December 3 to 7, 2001, as the dates for the Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VI), to be held at OAS headquarters, in accordance with resources allocated in the program-budget and other resources.
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
