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Summary of the meeting held on October 11, 2001

Consideration of the topic “Draft Inter-American Convention against Terrorism”
The Committee took note of the presentation made by the Director of the Department of International Law, Doctor Jean Michel Arrighi, on the evolution of the topic of terrorism from a legal point of view.  In this connection, Dr. Arrighi presented various information documents, including a comparative table of the preliminary drafts of the Convention prepared by the Department of International Law and the Inter-American Juridical Committee, which will be published as a Committee document.

Various delegations took the floor to comment on the working methodology to be used in carrying out the mandate entrusted to the Committee.

In this regard, the Committee decided to give delegations until October 30 to make their comments, on the basis of which the Secretariat would be able to prepare a document to serve as a basis for their work.  November 14 was set as the tentative date for the next meeting, at which the Committee would once again consider terrorism, as its only topic.
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
