EXPLANATORY NOTE

In pursuance of the mandate issued in operative paragraph 2, subparagraphs (c) and (f), of resolution AG/RES. 1828 (XXXI-O/01), “Evaluation of the Workings of the Inter-American System for the Protection and Promotion of Human Rights with a View to Its Improvement and Strengthening,” the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs approved as possible courses of action:

Adjustment of the provisions of international human rights law to domestic law (operative paragraph 2.c); and

b. Institutional experiences and the development of national mechanisms for the protection of human rights (operative paragraph 2.f).

Request the General Secretariat to prepare a table comparing the aforementioned information and to distribute it to the member states.”
To that end, the Chair places before the member states the attached questionnaire, and proposes that March 31, 2002, be set as the deadline for the receipt of that information.
