3. Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

· To promote and support interdisciplinary research and critical analysis of environmental laws, policies, and institutions by academics, experts, and decision-making officials.

· To promote the design and implementation of more effective environmental institutions and legal frameworks through analytical, educational, and research missions.
