Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 831 (1342/02) paragraph 1 (g) resolves to appropriate “six hundred thousand dollars (US$600,000) to the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, to support its on-site visits, the work of its special rapporteurs, its unit on human rights defenders, and the publication of its documents.”


The following is the IACHR report corresponding to the period April 1 – June 30, 2003.

I.  On-site visits

Working visit to Colombia from June 15 to 17 of the Commission’s Rapporteur for that country, two attorneys from the Executive Secretariat, and a secretary.


Cost:  US$ 13,843

II.  Special Rapporteurships and the Unit for Human Rights Defenders
A. Seminars on the rights of the child held in Brazil (June 13); Colombia (June 16-17); Jamaica (June 26-27); and Trinidad and Tobago (July 3-4).


Cost:  US$ 19,686

B.
Purchase of computers, printers, and projector to be used in seminars and promotional activities of the Rapporteurships.


Cost:  US$ 24,963

C.
Professional consulting services to support the legal work of the offices of the Special Rapporteurs of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, in the following areas:  rights of the child; rights of migrant workers and their families; the rights of indigenous peoples; and human rights defenders.  The activities include preparation of studies and draft reports, legal assistance with respect to cases and petitions.

Cost:  US$ 125,250

D.
Seminars on human rights in Haiti given jointly with the OAS Special Mission (May 4-10), with the participation of two staff members of the IACHR and expenses in connection with the seminars; trips to promote human rights in the Caribbean, and other meetings to represent the IACHR in activities related to its special Rapporteurships.


Cost:  US$ 15,713

III.  Publication of documents:


Printing of the report on the situation of women’s rights in Ciudad Juárez, Mexico.  Includes the cost of translating and editing the text in Spanish and English.


Cost:  US$ 51,571
