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REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARIAT FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT
ON COMPLIANCE WITH RESOLUTION CP/RES. 831/02
REGARDING FUNDS ALLOCATED TO CIDI

Resolution CP/RES. 831/02, operative paragraph 1, subparagraphs a. and c., establishes the resources allocated to CIDI.
Subparagraph a. appropriates five million dollars (US$5,000,000) as a capital contribution to the Capital Fund for OAS Fellowships, Scholarship, and Training Program.  It also stipulates that all accrued interest shall remain in the fund governed by the regulations approved by CIDI.  Those regulations were approved by CIDI and implementation of them begins with the election of the members of the Fund Committee.

Subparagraph c. appropriates four million dollars (US$4,000,000) to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) for the implementation of Summit of the Americas mandates, two million dollars (US$2,000,000) of which are to be spent on education initiatives with the support of the General Secretariat as specified in the pertinent applicable Executive Orders.  Considering that in this case the resources were allocated to a political organ, that organ shall decide how they are used.  Thus, in its capacity as the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI, CEPCIDI adopted the resolution entitled “Criteria for Use of Excess Resources of the Reserve Subfund of the Regular Fund allocated to Cidi for the Implementation of Summits of the Americas Mandates, which establishes not just those criteria
/ but also the sectoral areas
/ within CIDI that will benefit from those resources.
That resolution stipulates that it will be incumbent upon those sectoral areas to decide on the use of the available funds for specific projects, through their ministerial or inter-American committee meetings, which are CIDI meetings to monitor, in particular, implementation of the Summits of the Americas mandates.  For that reason, the units of the General Secretariat acting as the technical secretariats for those processes will provide support in the formulation, coordination, and execution of the projects, in accordance with agreements reached at the sectoral meetings.
With respect to education, in particular, resolution CP/RES. 831/02 established the quantity available and the sectoral unit concerned reviewed, during a preparatory meeting for the ministerial meeting to be held in August this year, project profiles that might be funded following approval by that meeting.
With regard to trade, and bearing in mind that that area’s ministerial meeting does not take place under the auspices of CIDI despite its being a top priority area, it was decided that CEPCIDI should rule on the use of funds, based on a project proposal put forward by the Trade Unit.  To that end, the Trade Unit presented the proposal “To Enhance Trade-related Capacity Building and Preparedness for the Free Trade Area of the Americas Process, 2003-2005,” which was approved by CEPCIDI at its meeting of March 7, 2003.  Eight hundred and fifty-five thousand dollars (US$855,000) were allocated for implementation of this project.  These resources were placed at the disposal of the Trade Unit, which has begun project implementation.

The CEPCIDI resolution also established that each of the following areas would receive [up to] US$190,833.33 to execute the projects they determine:  science and technology, culture, social development, sustainable development, labor, and tourism.

Pursuant to this resolution, the topic was reviewed during the Special Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Science and Technology, held in Lima, Peru on May 5-9, 2003.  As a result of these discussions, COMCYT decided to execute the project entitled:  “Hemispheric Cooperation and the Development of Science and Technology Policy.”  CEPCIDI was notified of this decision at its meeting of June 24.  The corresponding funds are being placed at the disposal of the science and technology area.
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At the XVIII Inter-American Travel Congress, held in Guatemala, on June 18-20, 2003, consideration was given to the possibility of channeling the resources allocated for the Tourism area to execution of the projects entitled “Technology for the Control, Administration, and Marketing of Tourism in the Americas” and “Awareness and Skills with respect to Tourism.”  However, the Congress accepted the tenor of the projects presented but did not approve their execution.  Rather it instructed the representatives for tourism of each of the member states to analyze the project proposals and convey their comments on them to the Inter-Sectoral Unit for Tourism.  It also requested the Unit, after taking into account the comments received, to prepare revised versions of the proposals and to present them to CEPCIDI for approval.

The culture and labor areas will hold sectoral meetings in the course of the year and will consider approving projects to be financed with the resources allocated to them.  Sectoral meetings will also be held for the social development and sustainable development areas.

The minimum criteria to be met by the projects are: that they Implement mandates from the Summit of the Americas; address those topics within the sectoral area in which the OAS has recognized expertise; are hemispheric in scope; are able to raise external resources; Incorporate an evaluation component; submit progress or execution reports; when appropriate, integrate other cooperation mechanisms of the IACD, in particular the fellowship and training programs and their mechanisms; and that they be of adequate technical quality.


�.	The sectoral areas are: education, science and technology, trade, culture, social development, sustainable development, labor, and tourism.
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
