Excellency:

I have the honor to address Your Excellency regarding a Special Meeting of the Directing Council of the IIN, which, according to our Statutes, may be convened to analyze the subjects that gave rise to the convocation.

At its 78th Meeting, held in Santiago, Chile, on June 4-6, 2003, the Directing Council of the IIN agreed, in resolution CD/RES. 02 (78-R/03), attached to this latter, to convoke a Special Meeting in November 2003 to be held at the Headquarters of the OAS General Secretariat in Washington, D.C.

The quorum requirements for such a meeting have been met since two thirds of the member states have approved holding it, as required under Article 16 of the IIN Statutes, which reads as follows:

“Article 16
The Directing Council, at the request of one or more members states of the Institute or of its Director General, with the approval of two thirds of its members, may hold special meetings.

To that effect, the state or states interested must address to the Office of the IIN their request to call the meeting, indicating the reason for such convocation. The Director General will immediately proceed to consult the member states about this request, which should give their opinion as soon as possible”

In the event a quorum is attained, the Chair, together with the Director-General, will convene the special meeting, providing that the date and the draft agenda have first been transmitted to the Permanent Council to allow it to make any necessary observations thereon.  The order of business of the special meetings will be limited to the subject matter for which the meeting is convened.


In the event that a quorum for convening the special meeting is not attained, the subject matter for which the request was made should be included in the order of business of the next regular meeting of the Directing Council.”


Pursuant to the provisions of the aforementioned article, the draft agenda would be the following: 

1. Completion of the slate of candidates for the post of Director General of the IIN, to be submitted to the Secretary General of the OAS

2. Decision on the Inter-American Program of Cooperation to Prevent and Remedy Cases of International Abduction of Children by One of Their Parents
3. Examination of the Higher Interest of Children and the Right to Education in the framework of the current situation in the region
4. Designation of a committee to examine the Statutes of the IIN
5. Designation of a committee to prepare a new Strategic Plan 2005-2008
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Progress report on the XIX Pan American Child Congress, to be held in Mexico
7. Adoption of the minutes of the 78th Meeting of the Directing Council of the IIN and the 2004 annual report of the IIN to the OAS General Assembly
8. Examination of the use of the IIN’s capital funds

There being no comments by the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States, the Special Meeting of the Directing Council, to be held in Washington, D.C., on November 17 and 18, 2003, will be convened.


I would therefore ask the Chair to consider the possibility of giving preferential treatment to this matter in view of the limited time available for the convocation.
