�.	Article 6.c.  Specialized agencies of the United Nations and other international organizations defined as such under agreements in force entered into with the Organization.


�.	Article 7.  “The representatives of specialized agencies associated with the United Nations and other governmental organizations not included under the foregoing article may attend the Conference as special guests, provided they indicate interest in doing so, with prior approval of the Permanent Council and with the consent of the government of the host country.





	The Secretary General of the Organization will extend the invitations required under this Article.





	Civil society organizations may attend the Conference as special guests in accordance with the requirements and procedures for “Participation in OAS Conferences” of the “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities” [CP/RES. 759 (1217/99)].





	Special guests and all civil society organizations interested in attending should present a request to that effect to the General Secretariat of the Organization at least 20 days prior to the start of the Conference.”
