On-site visits

Working visit by the Commission’s Rapporteur for Ecuador, the Executive Secretary, and an attorney of the Executive Secretariat, to Ecuador from July 13 to 18, 2003.


Cost:  US$5,398.30
Working visit of the Commission’s Rapporteur for Colombia and one attorney from the Executive Secretariat to Colombia from July 21 to 26, 2003.

Cost: US$4,096.10
On-site visit of the President, one Commission member, and two attorneys from the Executive Secretariat to Haiti from August 18 to 22, 2003.

Cost: US$19,881.02

Special Rapporteurships and the Unit for Human Rights Defenders
Purchase of computers and printers for use by the Special Rapporteurs of the IACHR.

Cost: US$13,240.34
Professional consulting services to support the legal work of the offices of the Special Rapporteurs of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights in the following areas: rights of the child; rights of migrant workers and their families; rights of indigenous peoples; and human rights defenders.  The activities include preparation of studies and draft reports and legal assistance with respect to cases and petitions.
