RESOLVES:


1.
To express its full and decisive support for the constitutional Government of the President of Peru, Alejandro Toledo Manrique, and in particular the initiative to achieve broad national consensus in order to strengthen institutional democratic processes in Peru.


2.
To reiterate that stable democratic processes in the region are a shared objective of the hemispheric community, as is the fight against poverty, social exclusion and corruption.
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3.
To urge the Government, political parties, and civil society of Peru to support efforts to achieve points of national consensus that will ensure democratic stability.
