DECLARATIVE SECTION
1.
[Their decision to promote food and nutrition security as well as agriculture development in the context of national, regional, and international development policies, taking into account synergies between sustainable agriculture, biodiversity, food security, nutrition, development policies, technological innovation, and productivity, among other aspects.]
1 bis. 
[Their commitment to the goal of eradicating hunger and malnutrition in the Americas through public policies and initiatives taking into account the principles of the World Summit on Food Security held at the FAO in 2009, and, for those countries that subscribe to the concept, “Knowing how to Eat in order to Live Well.”]
5. [Their readiness to move forward, as each state deems appropriate, within their respective domestic context and consistent with international agreements and obligations, with public policies on:] 
a) [Conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity, including genetic resources;] 
f) MOVED TO ITEM 6 e)  
g) [ARG: Fostering an open, transparent and equitable system of international trade in agricultural commodities and revision of trade-distorting policies that affect the smallholder, in accordance with the agriculture mandate of the World Trade Organization’s Doha Round.]

[NOTING that the World Forum on Food Sovereignty regarded “food sovereignty as peoples’ right to define their own policies and strategies for the sustainable production, distribution and consumption of food that guarantee the right to food for the entire population, on the basis of small and medium-sized production, respecting their own cultures and the diversity of peasant, fishing and indigenous forms of agricultural production, marketing and management of rural areas, in which women play a fundamental role”;]
[14 bis. NOTING, nonetheless, that the concept of “food sovereignty” is currently under discussion at specialized international forums;]
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15bis.
[Note the need to continue examining diverse concepts, such as food sovereignty and the right to food, bearing in mind the need to avoid any adverse repercussions on the enjoyment of the right to food for all persons at all times.]
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
