GENERAL COMMITTEE 
Declaration of the 35th MOAS for high schools
Hemispheric commitment to promote women’s leadership at the economic, social, and political levels.
1. Information and Communications Technologies (ICTs)
a. Promoting the interoperability, harmonization, regional mobility and connectivity of ICTs.
b. Implementation of best practices to reduce the digital divide among and within the Member States. 

2. Natural disaster preparedness and optimization of the use of ICTs and telecommunications 
a. Use of ICTs to support disaster preparedness initiatives in OAS Member States. 
b. Advancing telecommunications in Member States to optimize natural disaster early warning systems.
c. ICTs as a critical tool for mitigation and relief during and after natural disasters. 

FIRST COMMITTEE:  Juridical and Political Affairs 
1. Sustainable democracy

a. Promoting dialogue and consensus-building initiatives to prevent conflicts.
b. Improving Member States institutional capacity in the management and resolution of social conflicts.
c. Identifying potential risk factors for democratic stability in the Americas. 
2. Conflict resolution and the OAS Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia (MAPP-OEA)
a. Verification and advisory support to Colombia for the demobilization of illegal armed groups (including transitional justice). 

b. Supporting efforts by Colombian institutions for the reintegration of ex-combatants belonging to minorities.

c. Fostering and recognizing the rights of victims of violence and affected communities (including land restitution).

SECOND COMMITTEE: Hemispheric Security

1. Cybersecurity and child online protection
a. Educating children, parents and teachers to create a culture of cybersecurity. 

b. Partnerships with the private sector, civil society and community based organizations to strengthen youth outreach on the issue of online safety.

c. Inclusion of cybersecurity measures in the formulation of ICT policies for children.
2. Institutional strengthening to advance drug-related policies
a. Cooperation among OAS Member States towards the implementation of effective national drug policies. 

b. Promoting alternatives to incarceration to achieve social reintegration of drug-related offenders.
c. Civil society participation to improve drug-related policies and to drive judicial reforms.

THIRD COMMITTEE:  Inter-American Council for Integral Development – CIDI

1. Fostering civil society participation 
a. Strengthening civil society participation in the OAS to advance the inter-American agenda on hemispheric security. 

b. Role of civil society in promoting a democratic culture in the Hemisphere.
c. Fostering local groups and NGO’s involvement in the protection of human rights across the Americas. 
2. The role of culture in development with inclusion
a. Dissemination and access to the cultural collective heritage of ethnic groups in the Americas to promote an intercultural dialogue. 

b. Promoting cultural and creative industries within the governments' economic agendas to advance an inclusive development. 
c. Recognizing the role of indigenous cultures and practices in the design of sustainable development policies. 
SPECIAL COMMITTEE – Good Governance for Sustainable Development
1. Promotion of environmental governance
a. Advancing the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development through environmental governance. 

b. Using environmental diplomacy for conflict prevention and management in the Americas.

c. Hemispheric commitment among Member States to strengthen environmental frameworks and build accountability. 
2. Inclusive development agenda through public participation
a. Advancing an inclusive development agenda through participatory decision-making in local communities. 

b. Promotion of public participation in development projects in Member States. 
c. Empowerment of vulnerable groups to guarantee effective sustainable development policies.

According to Art. 44 through 48 of the MOAS Rules of Procedure, the format of the MOAS for high schools is a Working Group Format. The instructions to work within the committees are the following:


The head delegates will work and debate Topic No.1 in each committee.


The alternate delegates will work and debate Topic No. 2 in each committee.


Each of the subtopics (“a” through “c”) will originate a Working Group.


Each of these Working Groups will produce one (1) resolution on the subtopic.


Follow the times and instructions included in the Calendar of Events to organize the work within each Working Group.


The joint resolutions issued by the Working Groups of the alternate delegates will be debated by the head delegates and vice versa (according to Art. 54 to 56). Please note the following:


Each working group elects a “Working Group Representative” to present the resolution to the committee (this applies also to the Alternate delegates’ working groups).


The Alternate delegates may respond to the questions that any head delegate asks during the debate of their working groups’ resolutions. However, both the head and alternate delegates for the same country must have the same position and cannot go against one another (Art. 56.)
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
