	3. BRIEFINGS WITH PERMANENT MISSIONS

Please be informed that there is no time allowed during the MOAS for visits to the Permanent Missions. 
	4. REGISTRATION


· Distribution of credentials for participants will take place on Wednesday, November 28 from 12:00pm to 1:30pm, at the lobby of the OAS Main Building.  At this time, students and Faculty Advisors will receive their ID tags and other relevant documents. The Chiefs of Delegation will be in charge of claiming their delegation’s packet. ID tags will only be issued to those students and Faculty Advisors who have sent and signed the MOAS Code of Conduct.
· Participants are required to present their ID tags to the security guards before entering any of the OAS buildings during the MOAS. Participants who do not have their ID tags will be denied entry.

· We are trying to reserve a room for Faculty Advisors at the GSB, appropriate for networking and for conducting one-to-one consultations with students. On Thursday, November 29, from 2:30pm to 4:30pm the meeting of the Faculty Advisors with the MOAS Coordination will take place in this room.
