                    Prior to the MOAS:
1. The 39th Model OAS General Assembly for High Schools will take place in a virtual format. 

2. Prior to the MOAS, students will meet virtually in their Working Groups and draft one resolution with the support of faculty. 

3. Delegates will be distributed by the MOAS Team (once the country is assigned) into 3 working groups per Committee. 

4. Working Groups will meet virtually at least one month prior to the MOAS and will draft a resolution (with the assistance of faculty) on the topic assigned by the MOAS Team to be debated at the MOAS. Working Group Leaders will be in charge of setting up the virtual meetings.

5. The head delegates and alternate delegates will work on the same topic.
6. Draft resolutions must be submitted to moas@oas.org no later than October 16th. 

7. During the MOAS, students will meet in their assigned committee on their assigned day to debate and vote upon the draft resolutions. 
8.  During the Model, Committees will meet on different days:

- Thursday, November 5th: Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs
