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WHAT’S EXPECTED FROM PARTICIPANTS IN THE MOAS/PC
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1. Learn and defend the position of your assigned country regarding the topics of the Agenda.
2. During the MOAS/PC, work as a team to produce one or more resolutions, contributing innovative ideas and solutions to the topic of your committee or working group, and seeking consensus from all countries.
3. During the MOAS/PC participants: (1) discuss the approach/es to be included in the resolution; (2) negotiate and draft their committee’s proposal; (3) participate actively during the debates, as applicable.
4. For those interns wishing to run for the elected positions of Chairs (2) and Secretary General (1), as well as for Secretaries (2) and Public Information Officer(s) (2): It is essential to have an absolute proficiency of Spoken and Written English.
HOW DO YOU GET THERE?

1. Attend the first Orientation Session for participation in the MOAS/PC. 
2. Read all the material provided by the MOAS Coordination (hard copy and electronically) especially the:  Timetable, Annotated Agenda, Order of Business, and Modus Operandi, and check the MOAS/PC web page (www.moas.oas.org).   Important:  Follow the Timetable provided by the MOAS Coordination. 
3. Preparation:  (a) research the position of your assigned country on the topic/issue to be discussed; (b) together with your teammate contact the Mission of your assigned country to the OAS to find/verify information on its policies regarding the topic of your Committee; (c) each delegate prepares and presents his/her “General Statement” during the First Session of each committee.
4. Attend or follow by webcast, AT LEAST TWO sessions of the Permanent Council.
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Think about what perspective to give to the resolution, talk to other delegates about this perspective, and make your proposals during the Committee meetings.  (During the MOAS/PC, Chairs may present a proposal about possible approaches to the topic, and will also ask for additional proposals. Maximum 3).
6. Learn how to write a resolution – Read the instructions on how to draft a resolution.
7. Read the Order of Business before the MOAS/PC to be aware of the activities during the days of the MOAS.
