Air Transportation
It is recommended that delegates, observers and representatives of international organizations and other stakeholders make reservations for their flights to and from the host country as soon as possible, directly with their travel agents or airlines of their choice.  International flights to and from Lima, Perú arrive and depart from the Jorge Chávez International Airport located at Elmer Faucett Ave. –Callao, Provincia Constitucional del Callao.

Several airlines operate international routes, for example: Aerolíneas Argentinas, Aéreo México, American Airlines, Avianca, Copa Airlines, Iberia, KLM, Lan Airlines, Spirit Airline, Sky Airline, United, Delta and Lufthansa. For the Caribbean Countries, we recommend booking flights with connections through Miami or Panama.

The airport TUUA fee is included in the cost of the tickets, so you should not make any additional payments upon arrival at the airport.

We request that the National Authorities send us their itineraries in order to coordinate the transportation from the airport to the hotel. (Annex II).
6.
Requirements for Entering and Leaving the Country
Delegates shall be responsible for complying with the visa requirements established by the Government of Peru. Attached, please find a list of those requirements (Annex III). 
It is recommended that delegates, permanent observers, representatives of international organizations and other participants request their visas to enter Peru with the embassies or consulates of Peru in their respective countries, in a timely manner.

7.
Transfer from airport to hotel
The Government of Peru will arrange for transportation of Ministers, Highest-Ranking Authorities and delegates from the airport to their hotels, and vice versa after the meeting. Delegates are, therefore, requested to forward in advance all information regarding their hotel and flights, using the attached form (Annex II), and to send it by e-mail to the Inter-American Commission of Women, attention: spcim@oas.org with copy to María Eugenia Villavicencio, mvillavicencio@oas.org, telephone: 1 (202) 370 4579, Fax: 1 (202) 458 6094. If delegations need to use an internal transportation service, we recommend the following company:  Uber, EasyTaxi or Cabify. 
This form should be submitted before May 15th, 2016.

8.          Working Languages and Documents 
The sessions of the Thirty-Seventh Assembly of Delegates of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) will be conducted in the official languages of the OAS: Spanish, English, French and Portuguese, simultaneous interpretation will be provided in those languages.

Only those documents that are strictly necessary will be printed, respecting the policy of "Print on demand" to reduce the use of paper. The meeting room will have Internet access.
9. Communications
Delegations may make local and international telephone calls from the hotel where the event will be held or from the hotel where they are staying, using collect calls. It will be the responsibility of each participant to pay for these calls at or before check-out.  
10. Health Care

Medical attention will be available during the hours of the meeting for accidental emergencies. Any major medical expenses incurred by the participant will be covered by her/him. 

Please be aware that participants may purchase travel insurance to prevent any eventuality due to accident, illness, liability for damages to third parties, temporary or permanent disability or death, which might arise during the trip or stay in Lima, Peru. The Government of Peru cannot assume responsibility for these eventualities.

Other Items of Interest:

a) Currency:

The currency in Peru is the Nuevo Sol (PEN). Credit cards (Visa, MasterCard or American Express) are generally accepted at most hotels and businesses. ATMs are available at hotels, shopping centers and near banks; and they operate 24 hours a day.

To exchange money, we suggest doing it at the "Jorge Chavez" airport or at your hotel. You may also use the Banco Interbank, Scotiabank, BBVA Banco Continental, Banco de la Nacion, Banco de Credito and Banco Financiero; or authorized exchange houses such as Western Union or Money Gram.
b) Weather: 
The average temperature in Lima is 20 °-25 ° C or 68 ° -77 ° F, and the maximum relative humidity is 88%.
c) Local Time: 
Local time is GMT -5.
d) Voltage:  
The electrical current is 220 volts AC, 60Hz.
e) Security:  
As a basic security measure, 

· Avoid taking taxis on the street 

· It is recommended that taxis de sitio from the hotel or radio taxis be used.

· Avoid wearing ostentatious jewelry at all times

· Avoid carrying large amounts of cash

· Be careful with your valuables and your personal documents 
f) Taxes and tips: All purchases are subject to payment of General Sales Tax (IGV) and the rate is 18%. Tips are not included in restaurant bills. It is customary to tip between 5% and 10% of total consumption depending on the service.
g) Business hours: From 9:00 AM to 6:00 PM.
