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(Item 5 of the Draft Agenda)

1. The CIM Executive Committee

In accordance with Article 25 of the Statute of the Inter-American Commission of Women,
 “the Executive Committee shall serve as the political representative of the CIM, and shall be composed of the President, a maximum of three Vice-Presidents and the Delegates of the five Member States elected to the Committee.” 

The same Statute provides that:

· The President shall be elected by an absolute majority of the Delegates of the Member States that are accredited to the Assembly at which the voting takes place (Art.15).

· The Executive Committee shall include a maximum of three Vice-Presidents, determined by the number of candidacies, who shall be elected at the same Assembly at which the President of the CIM is elected, in the same manner, and for the same term of office, and taking into consideration the principles of rotation and equitable geographic representation, and shall have the same status within the Executive Committee (Art.16).

· The Member States making up the Executive Committee shall be elected for a three-year term, at the same time and under the same conditions as the election of the President and Vice-Presidents and may not be reelected to the same office for the immediately following term (Art.25).

2. Election Process

In accordance with the Statute of the Inter-American Commission of Women:

· The participation of CIM Delegates in regular or special assemblies requires their timely accreditation before the Organization (Art.10).
· Each Member State will have the right to one vote (Art.11).
· Only Principal or Alternate Delegates to the CIM who have been duly accredited to the Assembly shall be entitled to vote in such Assembly (Art.11). 
· The President shall be elected by an absolute majority of the Delegates of the Member States that are accredited to the Assembly at which the voting takes place (Art.15)

Chapter IX “Elections” of the Rules of Procedure of the Assembly of Delegates of the Inter-American Commission of Women
 contains the provisions related to the election process for the members of the CIM Executive Committee. 
3. Request for Candidacies


Article 13 of the Regulations of the Inter-American Commission of Women
 specify that  “…Ten months before the Assembly at which the election is to take place, the President shall send a communication to the governments of the eligible Member States inviting them to submit their candidacies for the offices of CIM President, Vice-President or Executive Committee member.” 


In accordance with this provision, the President of the CIM 
, Alejandra Mora Mora (Costa Rica), sent a letter to each of the Permanent Missions to the Organization of American States in order to advise them of their eligibility for the positions of President, Vice-President and Member of the Executive Committee of the CIM for the 2016-2019 period (Note CIM/01/014/16 of February 3rd 2016).
