I. Summary of Case  

	Victim (s): Prince Pinder
Petitioner (s): Adela Williams
State: The Bahamas (Commonwealth of)

Themes: Domestic Legal Effects / Right to Life / Right to Humane Treatment / Right to Personal Freedom / Right to a Fair Trial / Judicial Protection / Death Penalty / Detention Conditions / Torture, Cruel, Inhuman and / or Degrading Treatment / Arbitrary detention
Facts: This case concerns Mr. Prince Pinder, a Bahamian national, who was convicted on July 28, 1997 of two counts of armed robbery and one count of attempted armed robbery, contrary to Sections 360(2) and 86(2) of the Penal Code of The Bahamas. He was sentenced to 30 years imprisonment and to flogging by six strokes to be inflicted on him in two installments of three strokes each, as authorized by the Criminal Law Measures Act 1991 of The Bahamas.
Rights violated: The Commission conclude that the State violated the rights of Mr. Prince Pinder under Articles I, XXV and XXVI of the American Declaration of Rights and Duties of Man by authorizing judicial corporal punishment under the Criminal Law Measures Act and sentencing him to receive a flogging of six strokes in two instalments of three strokes each. 


II. Recommendations

	Recommendations
	State of compliance in 2019

	1. To grant Prince Pinder an effective remedy, which includes (a) commutation of the sentence of judicial corporal punishment and (b) rehabilitation.

	2. To adopt such legislative or other measures as may be necessary to abrogate the punishment of flogging as provided for under its Criminal Law (Measure) Act 1991.

III. Procedural Activity 
1. In 2019, the IACHR requested updated information on compliance from the State and from the petitioners on July 11. As of the closing date of this report, the Commission had not received said information from neither of the parties. 

IV. Analysis of the information presented 
2. In 2019, the parties did not present information in response to the Commission’s request on the actions adopted by the State to comply with the recommendations issued in the Merits Report No. 79/07. The Commission notes with concern that the State has not presented information about measures adopted to implement the recommendations contained in Merits Report No. 79/07 to the IACHR since 2012 and the petitioners since 2007. 
3. In this sense, because of the lack of updated information on the level of compliance with the recommendations, the IACHR reiterates the analysis of compliance and the conclusions made in its 2018 Annual Report.
V. Analysis of compliance with the recommendations 

4. Regarding the first recommendation, on April 10, 2012, the State reported that Mr. Pinder’s scheduled date of release was July 28, 2017. However, the State did not present any information regarding the recommendations of the IACHR related to the sentence of judicial corporal punishment imposed on Mr. Pinder and the legal framework authorizing such form of punishment. 
5. Given the absence of up-to-date information regarding the current status of Mr. Prince Pinder, the Commission finds that Recommendation 1 is pending compliance.

6. With regards to the second recommendation, the Commission notes with concern that the parties have not provided information regarding actions taken to comply with this recommendation since the publication of Merits Report No. 79/07. 
7. In this sense, the Commission finds that Recommendation 2 is pending compliance.

VI. State of compliance of the case  

8. Based on the foregoing, the IACHR concludes that the level of compliance of the case is pending. Consequently, the Commission will continue to monitor Recommendations 1 and 2.

9. The Commission calls the parties to provide detailed information regarding actions taken to comply with the aforementioned recommendations.

VII. Individual and structural results of the case 

10. Given that the case is pending compliance, there are no individual or structural results which have been informed by the parties.
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
