The Contractor shall:

1. Provide simultaneous streaming capability for at least thirty (30) streams (minimum 700Kbps each,) to be used independently. 

Question:  When you mean independently do you mean aside from the unlimited users specified on item 2.3?
ANSWER:  Independently means that each of the 30 streams work separately from each other. This means that up to 30 streams need to be available at any time. As far as item 2.3, an unlimited number of users would be connecting to any of these 30 independent streams.
New Question:  Does this mean that the OAS will have 30 different Encoders turned on at the same time?
Is each one these encoders meant to generate a signal stream with a payload of 700 Kbps?
If so, where will these encoders be located and will the bandwidth required at each location be provided by the OAS?
NEW ANSWER: Yes, it is possible that at any given time the OAS will have 30 different encoders running because there are several rooms at OAS Headquarters that may hold meetings at the same time. Each stream would have the capability of streaming up to 700kbps. These encoders would be provided by the OAS and the upstream bandwidth (up to 21Mbps) would be provided by the OAS as well.
