Immigration facilities
Foreign nationals in possession of a passport and one or more of the following documents do not require a Mexican visa (http://www.inm.gob.mx/index.php/page/Paises_Visa):
a) A document accrediting permanent residence in Canada, the United States of America, Japan, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, or any of the Schengen Area countries.
b) A valid, current visa of the United States of America.
c) An APEC Business Travel Card (ABTC) approved by Mexico.
d) A certificate accrediting membership of the crew of the airplane of arrival.
e) A seaman's card accrediting membership of the crew of a vessel arriving at a Mexican port from overseas. If a crew member arrives by air to enroll on a ship anchored in a Mexican port, he must submit, in addition to his seaman's card, a document accrediting his enrollment, data concerning the vessel, and the Mexican port in which it is located.
Immigration requirements for entering Mexico for foreign visitors that could be requested by immigration officers upon entry into the country
(http://www.inm.gob.mx/index.php/page/Paises_No_Visa):
1. Passport or I.D. and travel document that is current and valid under international law.
2. A duly completed FMM (Multiple Migration Form).
3. The immigration authority may ask a foreign national to demonstrate the reason for travel with one of the following documents:
a) Hotel reservation, return tickets (itinerary0, tour tickets (itinerary).
b) A letter of mandate in Spanish issued by the Mother Company, subsidiary, or foreign branch indicating that the foreign national is employed by it and that it will defray the cost of any services he.she may render in the national territory.
c) Copy of the contract for technology transfer, patents and trade names, buying/selling of machinery and equipment, technical training for staff, or any other contract relating to the production process of an enterprise established in Mexico or that establish a relationship between the foreign national and the Mexican party, or a certificate of appointment by the shareholders’ meeting of enterprises legally established in Mexico.
d) Letter from an organization or public or private institution inviting the foreign national to take part in some unremunerated activity in the national territory, and showing the purpose of the visit and estimated duration of the stay. In the event that the organization or institution is defraying the costs of the trip and of the foreign national's stay in national territory, his/her letter of reply should be attached.
e) A letter of invitation or acceptance from an institution pertaining to the National Education System to take part in courses, studies or research or training projects for a period of no more than 180 days.
f) Justification for travel. This information must match the visa issued, if a visa is required. If the foreign national is traveling as a tourist, he/she will be asked to accredit financial solvency and to show the (preferably already paid) reservation for the hotel at which he or she will be staying. He or she may also be asked to demonstrate place of residence and origin.
g) Address and length of stay in the national territory. It is important to present the return ticket to the country of origin and to demonstrate that the hotel reservation matches the dates of the time to be spent in the country.
h) Information regarding the activities to be undertaken in the national territory, as well as those performed in the place of origin. 
i) Financial solvency for the length of stay in the national territory. It is highly recommended that the visitor have an internaitonal credit card.
When the visitor enters Mexico, the immigration officer will stamp an immigration slip that the visitor must keep and return to the migration office upon leaving the country.
The International Airports in Mexico City and Cancún, Quintana Roo have been asked to expedite immigration procedures for Ministers only. Delegations are kindly asked to remit the travel form (Appendix II), duly completed with their travel itineraries by no later than November 20, 2015.

The electric current is 110 volts.
f. Taxes
All purchases in Mexico, except for food and medicine, are subject to a Value-Added Tax (VAT) of 16%.
g. Tipping
Most restaurants and hotels do not include tips in the bill amount, so that the recommended tip is between 10% and 15% of the amount consumed.
