3. Primary areas of activity and its relationship to the OAS:

The HRI is dedicated to the defense and promotion of human rights; to the empowerment of human rights activists and organizations, and to the education of governmental and intergovernmental agencies and officials and other actors in the public and private sphere, on human rights issues and the role of civil society. 

4. Organization’s contribution to OAS activities:

Its main activities include technical assistance, training, and education; research; producing resources and databases; and facilitating cooperation and networking in the human rights field.  Its activities relate primarily to the Inter–American Commission of Human Rights.

5. Work areas of the organization to support OAS objectives:
