“De Río de Janeiro (1999) a Madrid (2010): una década después”

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Secretary General Jose Miguel Insulza and the Director of the Department of International Affairs, Irene Klinger participated in the seminar “From Rio de Janeiro (1999) to Madrid (2010): a decade later” in Madrid which was a space of analysis of the European Union – Latina America and the Caribbean Summit process celebrated every two years since 1999. This seminar was also an opportunity of generation of ideas aimed to promote the strengthening of the bi-regional relationship in the preparation of the VI UE-LAC Summit which will take place in May of this year.
