FOREIGN RELATIONS AND DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION POLICIES:

· The Danish Government has presented its priorities for development cooperation for the years 2013-2017 through the implementation of its new strategy “The Right to a Better Life (2012)”. This policy has a European, a transatlantic and a global dimension, based on the promotion of Danish interests and values.

· The overall message of this strategy is that poverty must be fought with human rights and economic growth. Four strategic priority areas have special attention: Human rights and democracy, green growth, social progress and stability and protection. 
· Through its policy the Danish Government promotes all human rights –economic, social, cultural, civil and political rights; a particular focus on women’s rights and equal access to resources and opportunities has been established, as well as the promotion of the accountability of the governments vis-a-vis their citizens, a focus on health care, education and strengthening democratic control mechanisms, public financial management and the fight against corruption.

· Denmark will maintain a special focus on the Climate Envelope and additional resources will be allocated to a follow-up on the Rio+20 conference. Furthermore, about 600 million extra will be allocated to activities in fragile states.
· Denmark cooperates with organizations of the United Nations (UNAIDS, UNICEF, UNFPA, UNESCO), the World Trade Organization, the World Bank, and other development banks.  Furthermore, Denmark works with the European Union’s Common Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP) and Common Development Assistance Policy (CDAP), including EU-MERCOSUR, EU-Mexico, and the Asia-Europe Meeting.
INVOLVEMENT WITH THE AMERICAS:
· Denmark maintains embassies in eight countries of the Americas: Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Mexico, and the United States of America.
· Latin America receives approximately 12.23% of total bilateral aid assistance.  Bolivia and Nicaragua are included in Denmark’s 15 “Program Countries”.  Sectors of assistance include agriculture, the environment, human rights, rights of indigenous people and union-based rights in Bolivia and Central America.  Sectors of assistance to Nicaragua include agriculture, transport, and the environment.  Approximately US$4.57 million was allocated in transitional assistance to Guatemala over the course of the past several years.

· Grant Agreement between the Minister for Foreign Affairs and Trade as represented by Danida and the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States to support the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights through the project – Programa Regional de los Derechos Humanos en Centroamerica, (PRO-DERECHOS), from January 1st, 2013 to June 30, 2015.
