FOREIGN RELATIONS POLICIES:

· The basic policies of Japan’s development cooperation: A. Contributing to peace and prosperity through cooperation for non-military purposes, B. Promoting human security, C. Cooperation aimed at self-reliant development through assistance for self-help efforts as well as dialogue and collaboration based on Japan’s experience and expertise. 

· The International Cooperation Bureau was established within the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MFA) to coordinate ODA planning, formulate and implement ODA policies.

· The International Cooperation Bureau takes charge of the following: 
· policy formulation and implementation of Official Development Assistance;

· foreign policy on global issues and development cooperation with international organizations;

· issues related to human security and global health;

· foreign policy on UN and other specialized agencies concerning social and economic affairs;

· issues related to global environment and climate change;

· survey of the international economic cooperation situation and compilation of statistics and collection of data concerning international economic cooperation;

· issues related to the Japan International Cooperation Agency;

· matters concerning humanitarian assistance and enforcement of the law concerning dispatch of Japan disaster relief teams,

· assistance to NGO's as well as other matters relating to economic cooperation.
Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA):
· Since joining the Colombo Plan in 1954, Japan has been providing financial and technical　assistance　to　developing　countries　through　Official　Development　Assistance　(ODA). The JICA is an implementation agency of Japan's ODA such as grant aid, yen loans, and technical cooperation, working on human security and quality growth in accordance with the Development Cooperation Charter of Japan. 
· Latin America and the Caribbean receive approximately 3.0% of Japan’s bilateral assistance.
INVOLVEMENT WITH THE AMERICAS

· Japan maintains diplomatic relations with all OAS Member States and has embassies in Argentina, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay and Venezuela.

· In 2015, Japan’s Official Development Assistance to Latin America and the Caribbean exceeded US$400 million.

· In August 2014, Prime Minister Abe visited Latin America and the Caribbean and announced the Japanese Government’s three-pillar cooperation policy for Official Development Assistance in the region:

· Progress Together: Economic cooperation for monetary bold monetary policy and flexible fiscal policy; private sector cooperation; human capital development

· Lead Together: Development of Economic Partnership Agreements, human rights, democracy and the rule of law, climate change, biological diversity and disaster relief

· Inspire Together: Exchange programs to more than 1000 young leaders and Japanese descendants in Latin America and the Caribbean

· Japan maintains three pillars in its relations with the Latin American and Caribbean region: (1) the strengthening of economic relations; (2) support for the stable development of the region; and (3) the advancement of cooperation in the international arena.

· Japan supports the initiatives and goals of the Forum for East Asia-Latin America Cooperation (FELAC), which seeks to promote greater understanding and cooperation between the two regions. The forum holds ministerial meetings to foster its objectives. 8th Foreign Ministers’ Meeting will be held this August in Busan. 
· In 2016, Japan actively developed the relationship with Latin America and Caribbean Countries. In September, Japan held 5th Foreign Ministers’ Meeting with CARICOM. Bilaterally Japan Prime Minister Abe had summit with 6 Latin American countries; Panama (April), Cuba (September), Brazil (October), Peru (November), Columbia (September & November) and Argentina (November). Also Foreign Minister Kishida held ministerial meetings for 5 times with foreign ministers from Latin America and Caribbean Countries ; Paraguay (March), El Salvador (May), Argentina (July) and Peru (November) and Jamaica (December). 
· There are approximately 2.1 million Japanese descendants residing in the Latin American and Caribbean regions.
