The Public is hereby notified that the Ministry of Works, Communication and Public Utility of the Government of Grenada is developing a Sustainable Energy Plan for this nation.  This activity is being undertaken as part of the Global Sustainable Energy Island Initiative, with support from the Organisation of American States, the Climate Institute, and Winrock International.  The Sustainable Energy Plan lays out a strategy by which the energy sector in Grenada may become more economically and environmentally sustainable.  The key goals of this strategy are increased economic development and improved environmental protection.  Specific goals include:

· Ensure the existence of adequate energy supplies to sustain economic development, while meeting current and projected power demand. 

· Provide for stable, reliable and economical electricity supplies for all customers.

· Enhance the security of energy supply and use for all sectors of the economy.

· Allow reasonable incomes for businesses engaged in the local energy sector, while attracting international investment where appropriate. 

· Promote energy efficiency and conservation at all levels of the economy in order to achieve optimum economic use of renewable and non-renewable sources of energy. 

· Protect the local and global environment by maximizing the use of renewable-energy and energy-efficiency alternatives where viable.  

· Develop Grenada’s potential natural gas resources in a sustainable manner, to benefit both the economy and environment of the nation.

The Ministry will be presenting a draft version of the Plan to the Sustainable Development Council tomorrow (Friday, June 21, 10:00 a.m. at the Agency for Rural Transformation) for comments and input.  It will continue to seek input from key stakeholders during the month of July in order to fully develop the plan.  The Plan will be presented to Cabinet at the end of July.
