APPROVAL OF THE LIST OF PRIORITY ACTIVITIES IN CULTURE (2007-2008) TO BE CARRIED OUT IN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE OAS MINISTERIAL PROCESS OF CULTURE 
(Approved at the Closing Session held on November 15, 2006)

THE THIRD INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS OF CULTURE AND HIGHEST APPROPRIATE AUTHORITIES,
BEARING IN MIND that the Heads of State and Government, gathered at the Fourth Summit of the Americas in Mar del Plata, Argentina, in November 2005, stated the priorities for continued cooperation in the area of culture in the region;
WELCOMING the contributions that activities under the 2002 Plan of Action of Cartagena and the 2004 Plan of Action of Mexico have made to fostering cultural interchange, dialogue and cooperation in the Americas;

CONSIDERING:


That the Third Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities held in Montreal (Quebec), Canada, from November 13th through 15th, 2006, defined the themes for its Ministerial dialogue based on the priorities expressed by the Heads of State and Government, these being:

· Preservation and presentation of cultural heritage;
· Culture and the creation of decent jobs and the overcoming of poverty;

· Culture and the enhancement of dignity and identity; and 

· Culture and the role of indigenous peoples, and
That after a fruitful and productive dialogue, the delegations defined a List of Priority Activities in Culture (2007-2008) to be carried out in the framework of the OAS Ministerial Process of Culture,
RESOLVES:

1. To approve the “List of Priority Activities (2007-2008)”, which constitutes an integral part of this resolution and it is attached as Appendix.
2. To instruct the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) to coordinate the implementation of the “List of Priority Activities (2007-2008)” and to seek the additional resources needed for the activities that are not fully funded; and
3. To instruct the OAS Secretariat, through the Department of Education and Culture, to support the execution of the referred List of Priority Activities (2007-2008) and to report on its implementation to both the Inter-American Committee on Culture and the next Ministerial Meeting.
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
