	1. Integral Community Conservation and Development Projects: Workshop held in Mexico, September 2005 (sponsored by the National Institute of Anthropology and History of Mexico)

This workshop allowed countries to share their experiences in working with the community to promote the recognition, preservation and safeguarding of national heritage. The methodology that was discussed is currently being developed and applied in Costa Rica and Jamaica, as attempts are underway to involve local communities in the protection of cultural heritage.

	2. Experience sharing workshop on Cultural Diversity and Youth Employment, held by Canada in October 2004
This workshop allowed countries to discuss the creation of jobs for youth in the cultural field. Several countries are in the process of developing youth exchange programs that are based on the Canadian model and seek to combine cultural diversity and job creation.

	3. Workshop on Cultural Information Systems in the Caribbean region (Trinidad and Tobago, March 16-17, 2006)

Workshop to share their experiences in the creation of cultural information systems. It was an important event in the support of cultural policy capacity building in the Caribbean.

	4. Workshop on Cultural Information Systems in the Central American region (Mexico, July 6-7, 2006)

Workshop to share experiences of Mexico and Central American countries.

	5. Meeting of the Network of Cultural Observatories of the Americas (August 24, 2005)

First meeting of national and local cultural policy observatories of the region to initiate exchanges between entities of common objectives and interests, to study the viability and usefulness of creating a network and to discuss mechanisms of cooperation and coordination.

Some members of the Network also met informally on March 15, 2006 to discuss next steps for the Network’s virtual forum. A moderator was chosen to temporarily guide the discussions on the site.
