INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT
 
(Resolution adopted at the plenary session held April 25, 2003)
 
 

THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CIDI),
 
HAVING SEEN: 
 
The Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development 2002-2005 which states that the struggle against poverty and inequality, and especially the eradication of extreme poverty is a common and shared responsibility of the member states, and are essential factors in promoting and consolidating democracy. Furthermore, that the need to achieve integral, just and sustainable social and economic development continues to pose a daunting challenge for the Hemisphere. 

 

Resolution AG/RES. 1524 (XXVII-O/97), “Strengthening Partnership for Development Activities within the Framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” which urges the member states to promote the use of mechanisms of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), particularly its regular and specialized ministerial meetings, to follow up on the decisions adopted at the Summits of the Americas, in accordance with the priorities established in the Strategic Plan, as well as to formulate and develop initiatives that facilitate the implementation of these decisions;
 

Resolution CIDI/RES. 50 (III-O/98), “CIDI and the Summits of the Americas,” which recommends to the sectoral authorities of the member states that they use the mechanisms of CIDI, particularly its sectoral and specialized ministerial meetings, as appropriate, to help to implement the decisions of the Summits of the Americas;
 

Resolution CIDI/RES. 55 (IV-O/99) and General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1678 (XXIX-O/99), “Mechanisms for Implementing the Inter-American Dialogue on Partnership for Development”; and
 

The Inter-American Program to Combat Poverty and Discrimination [CIDI/RES. 10 (II-O/97)],
 
BEARING IN MIND: 
 

That CIDI established, through its Permanent Executive Committee (CEPCIDI), the Social Development Committee (CDS), pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 1424 (XXVI-O/96); and
 

That, through General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1678 (XXIX-O/99), the name of the Social Development Committee was changed to the Inter-American Committee on Social Development; and
 
CONSIDERING:
 

That the mechanisms for inter-American dialogue should be systematically organized at the sectoral level within the framework of CIDI so that partnership for development may be implemented efficiently, thus contributing to maximizing the human and financial resources of the Organization and its member states.
 

That the essential purpose of CIDI’s Inter-American Committee on Social Development is to strengthen inter-American dialogue in support of the formulation of policies and the implementation of cooperative activities in the social area, in particular to combat poverty and discrimination in the Hemisphere;
 

That the Inter-American Committee on Social Development must be given its own set of rules, based on the Model Rules of Procedure of the Inter-American Committees; and
 

That it is advisable to examine the effectiveness of the Inter-American Program to Combat Poverty and Discrimination, in the light of present circumstances,
 
RESOLVES: 
 
1. To reiterate the importance of the Inter-American Committee on Social Development and to urge its members to hold a meeting during the first half of 2004.
 
2. To request the Inter-American Committee on Social Development to examine, taking into consideration the mandates of the Summits of the Americas and the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development, the effectiveness of the Inter-American Program to Combat Poverty and Discrimination and, if considered necessary, to propose any necessary changes to update it. 
 
3. To request CEPCIDI to consider the Draft Rules of Procedure of the Inter-American Committee on Social Development and proceed with its approval, provisionally ad referendum of the next CIDI meeting.
