FIRST MEETING Final Report

      The First Meeting of the Subcommittee was chaired by the delegation of the United States and attended by delegates from Antigua and Barbuda, Barbados, Bolivia, Chile and Costa Rica. The delegations of Argentina, Brazil, Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Panama, Spain and Uruguay also participated as observers.
After discussing the agenda, the Subcommittee approved the following:
a) Functions of the Subcommittee on Port Training:
     1. Design and provide port-related training courses, seminars and workshops in the member countries and/or through teleconferences.
     2. Coordinate and carry out continuing education and training programs jointly with other national and international institutions.
     3. Coordinate and carry out training activities with the Technical Advisory Groups.
     4. Select and circulate technical consultation and reference documents.
     5. Select, prepare and circulate teaching materials.
b) Review of topics assigned and identification of activities, work schedule and responsibilities:
     1. Training Program
· To include the following activities in the Training Program for the year 2000:

- Regional Course on Port Security for the English-speaking Caribbean (Saint Lucia).
- Fifth Ibero-American Port Management Course (Spain).
- First Ibero-American Port Engineering Course (Spain).
- Seminar on Information Technologies (United States).
- IMO Course on Port Security to control illicit drug trafficking.
· To provide support for carrying out the following activities:

- ILO Pilot Course for Port Workers (Barbados).
- First Ibero-American Seminar on Port Technology Exchange (Mexico).
     2. Fundraising for training activities

       · To urge port authorities of the member states to seek support from their   foreign ministries for the project presented by the United States to CIDI to develop courses on port security.
 
       · To establish a working group chaired by the delegation of the United States with the delegations of Barbados and Chile to suggest the procedure and fees for participation in the courses held with resources from the Specific Fund of the Special Port Program.
     3. Penalties to apply to countries in arrears:

To transmit the topic of arrearages in payments of contributions to the Special Port Program and the application of penalties to the Subcommittee on Policy and Coordination.

c) Other matters
    1. To entrust the delegation of the United States with compiling information on port training needs in the member countries, based on a questionnaire to be developed by the delegation of Barbados, so it may be used as the basis for preparation of future port training programs.
    2. To urge member countries to forward their national training programs to the Secretariat and to instruct the Secretariat to publicize them throughout the member countries.
