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TOPICS ASSIGNED TO THE GENERAL COMMITTEE

Introduction


The General Committee is a permanent committee of the Permanent Council and is composed of a representative of each member state.  The chair and vice chair of the Permanent Council are, respectively, the chair and vice chair of the General Committee.  The functions of the Committee are set forth in Article 16 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council and, inter alia, include:

a. To advise the Permanent Council and its chairman on matters that are within the area of competence of the Council and which, not having been assigned to other committees, have been assigned to the General Committee.


At its meeting of August 16, 2000, the Permanent Council decided to refer the following topics to the General Committee for its consideration:

TOPIC 1

COOPERATION BETWEEN THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES

AND THE UNITED NATIONS SYSTEM

1.
Mandates

On June 5, 2000, the General Assembly of the Organization of American States adopted resolution AG/RES. 1710 (XXX-O/00), which encourages cooperation between the Organization of American States and the United Nations system, and also expresses its appreciation for the activities carried out jointly by the two organizations under the OAS/UN Cooperation Agreement. 

The General Assembly requested the Secretary General to continue and to strengthen activities involving cooperation between the two organizations, and to facilitate increased inter-sectoral contact among the heads of the technical areas of the two organizations within the context of the OAS/UN Cooperation Agreement.

2.
Background


Cooperative relations between the Organization of American States and the United Nations system were initiated in July 1970, when the OAS General Assembly resolved to strengthen and coordinate cooperation with the United Nations and its specialized agencies. 

Since then the need has been underscored to continue to stimulate efforts and exchanges on matters and in areas of common interest.

With the signing on April 17, 1995 of the general Cooperation Agreement between the General Secretariats of the two organizations, closer relations and exchange were formalized on the basis of a specific framework and concrete mechanisms.

Cooperation and exchange policies


a.
Purposes:

· OAS/UN cooperation must coordinate work and avoid duplication of efforts by establishing contacts, ties, and information channels among the various Permanent Council committees and working groups and the corresponding committees and groups operating in the United Nations system. 

b.
Types of cooperation:

· OAS/UN cooperation activities are conducted independently but without rivalry and their guiding principle is fulfillment of the purposes set down in the Charters of the two organizations. 

· Contact between the OAS and the UN is effected through the Office of the Assistant Secretary General of the OAS and the General Secretariat for Political Affairs, Americas and Europe Division of the United Nations.

· OAS/UN cooperation centers on exchanges of information and documentation to strengthen institutional ties.

· OAS/UN relations are both necessary and complementary to the functions of both multilateral organizations.

SUB-TOPIC 1.1

Support for the United Nations Convention 

on Transnational Organized Crime


In the framework of the agreements established by the Organization of American States and United Nations system, the OAS General Assembly, through resolution AG/RES. 1731 (XXX-O/00), resolved:  “To urge the member states of the OAS to support and participate actively in the ongoing negotiations to conclude, in 2000, the United Nations Convention on Transnational Organized Crime and its three protocols.”


The purpose of this resolution is:

· To strengthen the fight against organized crime and transnational crime in accordance with the commitments undertaken by heads of state and government at the Second Summit of the Americas in Santiago, Chile.

· The agreements contained in the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials; the Inter-American Convention Against Corruption; and the Multilateral Evaluation Mechanism (MEM) of CICAD.

TOPIC 2

Cooperation between the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States and the General Secretariat of the 

Central American Integration System
1.
Mandate

On June 5, 2000 the General Assembly of the OAS resolved, through AG/RES. 1713 (XXX-O/00), to continue and to intensify efforts to pursue joint activities between the General Secretariat of the OAS and the General Secretariat of the Central American Integration System.  This relationship promotes exchange and mutual support on topics of common interest to the two organizations.


The resolution requests the Secretary General to present a report to the General Assembly at its thirty-first regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

2.
Background


Cooperation between the two organizations is based on the Agreement on Cooperative Relations between the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States and the General Secretariat of the Central American Integration System, signed on March 26, 1994, its objective being to promote all such affairs as may relate to activities under their jurisdiction in which there is common interest, such as:

· Integration and economic, social, and cultural development of the Central American countries

· promotion and consolidation of representative democracy

· environmental protection

· respect for and promotion of human rights

At the First Summit of the Americas, held in Miami, in December 1994, the governments of the Hemisphere reiterated their commitment to support the Central American Alliance for Sustainable Development, which seeks to strengthen those democracies by promoting regional economic and social prosperity and sound environmental management.


The OAS/SICA bilateral agreement takes account, inter alia, of the following documents signed by the Central American heads of state:

TOPIC 3

Cooperation Between the Organization of 

American States and the Caribbean Community

1. Mandates
In the framework of the cooperation agreements signed between Organization of American States and the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), the General Assembly, through resolution AG/RES. 1714 (XXX-O/00), resolved:

3. To express its satisfaction with the efforts of the Assistant Secretary General to coordinate the promotion and follow-up of joint activities conducted by the two organizations. 

4. To request the General Secretariat to continue implementing the recommendations of the OAS/CARICOM General Meeting held at OAS headquarters in 1998. 

5. To request the Secretary General to present a report to the General Assembly at its thirty-first regular session on the implementation of this resolution. 

2.
Background


The Agreement between the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States and the Caribbean Community was signed in Nassau, on May 18, 1992, at the twenty-second regular session of the General Assembly.  The terms of the Cooperation Agreement provide for:

· Mutual recognition of the complementary nature of the activities of the two organizations in pursuit of social, economic, and cultural development in the region

· Exchange of information, consultations on common issues, and joint implementation of projects

· Reciprocal participation in meetings of the OAS and CARICOM

· Meetings of representatives of the two organizations

· Assistance from the OAS to CARICOM in matters related to education, science, culture, and economic and social issues

3.
General Meetings on Cooperation


In March 1995 and April 1998, high-level representatives of the two multilateral organizations and of regional institutions associated with the Caribbean Community met to follow up on joint activities under the OAS/CARICOM agreement, and decided:

· To adopt appropriate measures to deepen and expand cooperation between the OAS and CARICOM

· To continue to engage in ongoing consultations designed to improve cooperation mechanisms

· To endorse the program of support for democracy and good governance in parliamentary systems:  a Caribbean perspective, agreed to by the OAS General Secretariat and the CARICOM Secretariat; to request member states to provide as much assistance as possible for the implementation of this program; and to urge member states to participate in the proposed donors’ meeting to raise external funds for this Program.

4.
Coordination mechanism

Within the Organization of American States, institutional relations under the OAS/CARICOM cooperation agreement are coordinated by the Office of the Assistant Secretary General.  Regular contact among the experts of the various specialized units of the two organizations has contributed to technical cooperation activities in the countries of the region, with results considered highly useful (CP/doc. 3309/00).

TOPIC 4

Adoption and Implementation of the Inter-American Program 

on the Promotion of Women's Rights 

and Gender Equity and Equality

1.
Mandate


On June 5, 2000, the General Assembly, at its thirtieth regular session, through resolution AG/RES. 1732 (XXX-O/00), resolved to adopt and implement the “Inter-American Program on the Promotion of Women’s Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality,” and instructed the Inter-American Commission of Women to serve as the organ for follow-up, coordination, and evaluation of this program, whose main objectives are development of hemispheric policy on gender and the integration of the gender perspective into all organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system.


The above-mentioned resolution further resolved:

3. To urge the OAS General Secretariat to see that the gender perspective is incorporated into all work, projects, and programs of the organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS in fulfillment of the Program.

7. To urge the organs of the OAS and specialized organizations of the inter-American system to provide the support necessary to implement the Inter-American Program.

8. To request the General Secretariat of the Organization to present annual reports to the General Assembly on the implementation of the Inter-American Program.

2.
Background


The Inter-American Program on the Promotion of Women's Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality is the most important initiative adopted by the OAS to develop hemispheric gender policy.  In June 1998, the General Assembly invited the CIM to prepare a draft inter-American program on the promotion of women’s rights and gender equity in the light of international political and juridical instruments in this area, especially the mandates emanating from the Miami and Santiago Summits.


In 1999, the General Assembly convened a Meeting of Ministers or of the Highest-Ranking Authorities Responsible for the Advancement of Women in the Member States, and requested the CIM to coordinate it and to include on its agenda adoption of the Draft Inter-American Program on the Promotion of Women’s Rights and Gender Equity.


In April 2000, the ministers or the highest-ranking authorities responsible for the advancement of women in the member states met in Washington, D.C., and approved the draft Inter-American Program on Women’s Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality, which was finally adopted by the OAS General Assembly in June 2000.

3.
Objectives
The specific objectives relate to the promotion of gender equity and women’s human rights, by strengthening and promoting areas such as:  women’s legal equality; women’s full and equal access to work; their full and equal participation in political life in their countries and in decision-making at all levels; equal access to education at all levels; women’s rights to a life free of abuse and violence; and the elimination of stereotypes.

4. Implementation of the Program
Implementation of the program is the responsibility of the governments of the member states and of the OAS, and will be coordinated with national mechanisms responsible for women’s policies, with the contribution of civil society.

5. Lines of action
5.1
The Program recommends that the governments develop lines of action such as:

· Formulate public policies and strategies, and take steps to promote women's human rights and gender equality in all spheres of public and private life
· Strengthen policies and programs to improve and broaden the participation of women in all spheres of political, social, and economic life

· Promote and create, where they do not exist, national mechanisms and government agencies, responsible for promoting legal equality and equal opportunity between women and men, focused on gender equity, and provide them with adequate and timely financial resources

· Promote institutional strengthening of the Inter-American Commission of Women, as the principal forum for generating hemispheric policy to advance women’s rights and gender equality

5.2
The Program also establishes activities to be carried out by the OAS General Secretariat, such as:  ensuring that a gender perspective is incorporated into the preparation and application of international instruments, mechanisms, and procedures; provide the organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS system with training to incorporate the gender perspective into their work; and equal access by men and women to all categories of posts in the OAS system.

The Program also specifies activities to be carried out by the CIM, as coordinator of the Program, and as a forum for generating hemispheric policy for the advancement of women, together with other organs and specialized organizations of the Organization, and civil society organizations, to fulfill the mandates assigned in the Program.

3.
Follow-up on the Program
The Inter-American Commission of Women is responsible for following-up on the Inter-American Program and for coordinating and evaluating, in coordination with governmental mechanisms for the advancement of women, activities undertaken to implement the Program, including support for the formulation of policies designed to promote women’s human rights and gender equality.


The CIM is required to report once a year to the General Assembly, through the Permanent Council, on the progress of the implementation of this program.

TOPIC 5

OAS Natural Disaster Reduction and Response Mechanism
1.
Mandates


In the area of prevention of and response to natural disasters, the General Assembly of the OAS has established hemispheric mechanisms and policies aimed at disaster prevention and relief, through the establishment, in 1999, of the Inter-American Committee on Natural Disaster Reduction (IACNDR), as the principal mechanism for carrying out this mandate and, through AG/RES. 1755 (XXX-O/00), resolved:

1. To instruct the Secretary General, as Chair of the Inter-American Committee on Natural Disaster Reduction (IACNDR), to continue to support the activities of the IACNDR, especially through its three working groups, with the aim of securing the necessary financial resources, ensuring greater preparedness, and reducing vulnerability to the extent possible within the countries of the Hemisphere.

2. To keep the Permanent Council informed of the ongoing work of the IACNDR.

3. To request the Secretary General to present to the General Assembly at its thirty-first regular session a report on the implementation of this resolution.

The reasons for implementing IACNDR programs are:

· The severe loss of life, social dislocation, economic devastation, destruction of cultural heritage, and property damage caused by natural disasters; 

· The long-term adverse impact of these natural disasters on the socioeconomic development of the affected countries and regions;

· The importance of reducing the vulnerability of the OAS countries to natural hazards or disasters through the appropriate use of sustainable development practices as an element of sustained economic and social development;

· The necessity of focusing OAS policy, strategic action, and development cooperation activities on reducing such vulnerabilities in the context of achieving sustainable development;

· Scientific evidence on the likelihood of increasingly frequent and intense hurricanes and other recurring natural events, which will pose hazards in the Americas in the years to come.

2.
Objectives of the Inter-American Committee on Natural Disaster Reduction

· To strengthen the planning and disaster management activities of the OAS so as to respond more effectively to the increasingly frequent natural disasters in the Hemisphere, in close coordination and cooperation with other national, regional, and international mechanisms

· To serve as the Organization’s leading forum for discussion of topics relating to natural disasters, in coordination with the competent national organizations

· To provide the Permanent Council with strategic thinking, recommendations on initiatives relating to natural disasters, and advisory services on methods of financing them, paying special attention to policies and programs designed to reduce the vulnerability of member states to natural disasters

· To strengthen activities under the White Helmets Initiative, established within the OAS, to assist countries affected by natural disasters

· To establish and periodically replenish a permanent emergency fund to assist countries affected by natural disasters

· To propose mechanisms by which the OAS should assist member states affected by natural disasters in preparing and implementing natural disaster reconstruction programs with international financing

· To promote OAS/UN disaster-related cooperation mechanisms

· To implement appropriate mechanisms for mobilizing the necessary resources to carry out IACNDR recommendations

· To promote exchanges of technical and scientific personnel in the area of research into adverse events, through internships, seminars, conferences, or exchange programs among institutions of OAS member states, within resources allocated in the program-budget and other resources

3.
Composition of the Committee

The Inter-American Committee on Natural Disaster Reduction (IACNDR) is chaired by the Secretary General of the OAS, and comprised of the Chair of the Permanent Council, the Assistant Secretary General, the President of the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), the Director General of the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO), the Secretary General of the Pan American Institute of Geography and History (PAIGH), the Director General of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA), and the Executive Secretary of the Inter American Council for Integral Development (CIDI).  The Office of the Assistant Secretary General is responsible for coordination of the Committee.

4.
Other mechanisms


Other mechanisms have also been designed for responding to emergency situations that occur in the Hemisphere.  Foremost among these are:

· Emergency aid grants.  The Secretary General is authorized to allocate emergency aid grants of up to US$25,000 in each case from unused appropriations from previous biennia. 

· Technical cooperation for disaster management and mitigation.  Through various offices of the General Secretariat and principally the Unit for Sustainable Development and Environment, the General Secretariat provides services aimed at reducing the vulnerability of member states to disasters, in the final aim of promoting sustainable development. 

· Instruments for cooperation with other international organizations.  The General Secretariat of the OAS has undertaken various activities for responding to disasters in cooperation with other agencies of the inter-American system, such as:

· Caribbean Disaster Emergency Response Agency (CDERA)

· Central American Center for the Prevention of Natural Disasters (CEPREDENAC)

· Inter-American Development Bank

· International Committee of the Red Cross

· Pan American Health Organization

· Pan American Institute of Geography and History

SUB-TOPIC 5.1

Special Program of Support to 

Countries Affected by “El Niño” 

1.
Background


In the framework of hemispheric policies for natural disaster prevention and reduction, the OAS has established the Special Program of Support to Countries Affected by “El Niño”, which promotes reduction and mitigation of disasters caused by this cyclic phenomenon.  Climate has attracted the attention of the international community, to the extent that it has been included on the agenda of the United Nations.


In that connection, the need has been reiterated in OAS fora to increase international cooperation and partnership to anticipate the appearance of the event and to mitigate its negative social, economic and environmental impact.


The main policies for action for carrying out the mandates of the OAS include:

· To pay special attention to the role of international organizations in their activities to combat the climatic effects 

· To carry out studies designed to identify the capacities of the OAS to prevent, reduce, and repair the damage caused by El Niño

· To support the work of the United Nations in this area

· To promote scientific research on the phenomenon and on climate change

· To convene intergovernmental meetings aimed at dealing with the impact of “El Niño”

TOPIC 6

The Model OAS General Assembly Program

1.
background

The Model OAS General Assembly Program (MOAS) was created 19 years ago to promote greater awareness and knowledge of the OAS among high school and university students in the OAS member states. 


Among the main objectives of the program are:

· To increase interest in the role, structure, and activities of the Organization of American States among students in the Hemisphere

· To enhance understanding of the factors shaping the  foreign policy of the member states and to illustrate the features of regional diplomacy for resolving hemispheric issues 

· To analyze from an academic and student’s perspective the impact of global policy on economic, social, political, educational and security affairs in the region


In 1996, the MOAS Inter-American Studies Foundation, a non-profit organization, was established with the main objective of increasing the resources available for the MOAS Program, including creating MOAS Chapters in OAS member states and providing financial assistance to low-income students for their participation in the MOAS General Assemblies.    

In October 1996, the OAS General Secretariat signed a cooperation agreement with the Foundation with the goal of solidifying future support from the private sector and other entities to strengthen MOAS activities (CP/INF. 4047/96).

Away from OAS headquarters, MOAS General Assemblies have been held in Argentina, Ecuador, Honduras and Canada.

1. Mandates
The General Assembly of the Organization of American States, in order to continue to promote the purposes and aims set down in the OAS Charter among students in the Hemisphere, adopted resolution AG/RES. 1761 (XXX-O/00), in which it resolved the following:

1.
To encourage member states to continue to support the Model OAS General Assembly Program (MOAS Program).

2. To encourage member states to host the regular sessions of the MOAS General Assembly for universities.

3.
To encourage member states to make voluntary contributions to the MOAS Inter-American Studies Foundation to assist in financing the infrastructure and logistical support needed to host regular sessions of the MOAS General Assembly for universities.

4.
To request the Secretary General to invite permanent observers and donor organizations to contribute to the Foundation.

5.
To instruct the Secretary General to report to the General Assembly at its thirty-first regular session on the implementation of this resolution.
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
