MECHANISM FOR FOLLOW-UP ON IMPLEMENTATION OF THE INTER-AMERICAN CONVENTION AGAINST CORRUPTION

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

RECALLING that, in the Declaration of Quebec City, the Heads of State and Government said that “acknowledging that corruption undermines core democratic values, challenges political stability and economic growth and thus threatens vital interests in our Hemisphere, we pledge to reinvigorate our fight against corruption”; 

ALSO RECALLING that, in the Plan of Action of the Third Summit of the Americas, the Heads of State and Government agreed to support “the establishment as soon as possible, taking into consideration the recommendation of the OAS, of a follow-up mechanism for the implementation of the Inter-American Convention Against Corruption by states parties to this instrument”; 

ACKNOWLEDGING WITH SATISFACTION the significant, timely, and relevant progress made within the OAS framework in compliance with the commitments assumed by the Heads of State and Government, which led to the formulation of a thorough and appropriate recommendation by the Permanent Council, to the agreement set forth in the Report of Buenos Aires, and to the signature of a declaration by the states parties in connection with the Mechanism for Follow-up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention Against Corruption; 

BEARING IN MIND that, as a result of the states parties’ commitment to launching the Follow-up Mechanism with the least possible delay, its Committee of Experts began operating in January 2002, has adopted its Regulations and Rules of Procedure, and has taken the decisions necessary to begin the first round of analyzing the implementation, by the states parties, of the selected provisions of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption; 

RECOGNIZING the financial support given to the Follow-up Mechanism, through voluntary contributions, by several states parties to the Inter-American Convention against Corruption, which has been essential in the commencement of its operations; 

HIGHLIGHTING the technical support given to the Follow-up Mechanism by the OAS General Secretariat, through the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, 

RESOLVES:

1. To congratulate the states parties to the Inter-American Convention against Corruption for the significant, timely, and relevant progress made for the commencement of operations of the Mechanism for Follow-up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention Against Corruption and for the beginning of the first round of analysis under the aegis of that Mechanism. 

2. To recognize the importance of the Follow-up Mechanism in monitoring and analyzing the states parties’ implementation of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption, and in facilitating and strengthening cooperation among them and with the other member states of the OAS in pursuit of the Convention’s goals. 

3. To urge those member states of the OAS that have not yet done so to sign or ratify, as appropriate, the Inter-American Convention against Corruption and to participate actively in the Mechanism for following up on its implementation.

4. To thank the states parties that have made voluntary contributions to the operations of the Follow-up Mechanism and to urge them to continue to support it financially, and to entreat the other states parties, those states that are not parties to the Convention, and the international finance agencies to make voluntary contributions to facilitate and ensure its appropriate and continued functioning. 

5. To ask the OAS General Secretariat, through the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, to continue serving as the secretariat of the Follow-up Mechanism on the Inter-American Convention against Corruption and providing it with all technical support as it may require.
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
