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New article:  A motion shall be considered to have been approved by consensus when, without a formal vote, it is approved by the Permanent Council without any of its members expressing their opposition or disagreement. 

New article:  For a decision to be made by consensus, there must be a sufficient number of representatives present at the meeting to make up the majority that would have been required if the matter had been put to a vote.

New article:  Even though a decision is reached by consensus regarding the substantive matter or topic, in order to establish the dominant position in specific deliberations, the chair of the Permanent Council or of its committees and working groups may put the decision to a vote on simple routine or procedural aspects.
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
